1. 17P Discussion 

Dr. Ekwutosi Okoroh provided an update on 17P and issues of access and availability to women in Medicaid. She reported that this issue is now on the radar nationally of both ACOG and the FDA. Makena Care Connection is now sending orders from providers for Makena, (the Medicaid covered form of 17P) for home administration directly to Optum, and this has cut the backlog at Makena Care Connection. Receipt of Makena is taking approximately 24-48 hours since, mid-May. Delays still occur when a patient cannot be reached.  Both Medicaid and Louisiana Department of Health leadership are aware of the concerns related to access and availability of 17P and are working with the Healthy Louisiana (formerly Bayou Health) health plans and with pharmaceutical companies.  Ongoing updates will be presented to the Perinatal Commission. Louisiana March of Dimes is taking a lead role in developing strategies to address 17P availability. The Perinatal Commission can draft a letter as necessary to support and urge efforts to assure access and availability.  
2. Standing Report Schedule     
Members continued to work through a list of data and program reports to be regularly submitted to the Commission by various agencies in order to proactively schedule them into the Commission’s meeting agenda each year.   A final draft of the schedule will be presented at the next meeting. Letters will need to be drafted to various agencies to request reports and updates. 

3. Well Women Visit- BFRSS Data

Attendees discussed possible additional categories of factors to pull from the BRFSS data relevant to the well women visits. Dr. Barrilleaux will send a list of topics considered by ACOG as part of the “Annual Well-Woman Examination” that can be forwarded to Bureau of Family Health Epidemiologist to help guide areas for additional analysis of the BRFSS data set. The Commission requested an updated presentation from that analysis at their next meeting in July.
4. Other: 
As part of the outlined discussions above, a few additional actions items were determined.
· Statewide Toolkit for NAS- As per the Response to the House Concurrent Resolution No 162 on NAS report that was submitted to the legislature, the Perinatal Commission supports the development of the Statewide Toolkit for NAS. Members however requested an opportunity to review draft content of the toolkit being developed before documenting their support. 

· Medicaid RFP- Perinatal Commission requests a review of the next draft of the Medicaid RFP for Healthy Louisiana (formerly called Bayou Health). To that end Amy Zapapta will reach out to Medicaid to request the current RFP document and awarded contracts under that RFP, in order that documents can be scanned and recommendation for changes for the next RFP can be made by the Commission. 
The July 14th meeting location is still pending if it will include the NAS presentation to the legislature.
