· Louisiana Pregnancy Associated Mortality Review (PAMR) 2018 Report Presentation: 

· Dr. Gillispie-Bell provided an overview of the data and findings of the 2018 PAMR Report.  Recommendations & state level prevention efforts were highlighted. 

· Discussion included: 

· A recommendation was made to pull out specific recommendations for certain systems and ask for a response from those systems.

· A request was made to “drill down” to regions to see where IPC (Intimate Partner Violence) is occurring.

· Explore what other states are doing related to mandatory reporting of maternal deaths.  
· LaPQC- Safe Births/Birth Designation Initiative
· Amy Ladley presented on the “new” Birth Ready Designation Initiative. The designation period was January-June 2021. 32 facilities applied, 30 were reviewed (2 withdrew) and of those 30, 16 were awarded designation. 
· Next application period is January 2022. The program anticipates an additional 4- 8 hospitals will be designated. 

Legislative Implementation & Updates

· Brief Updates were provided related to:  
· Maternal Levels of Care, Free Standing Birthing Facility -Rule Making, the establishment of a Doula Registry, the legislatively mandated assessment of the costs and impacts of creating an Office of Women’s Health. Further updates will be provided at the Nov meeting.
