Call to Order /Welcome & Introductions

Review/Approval of Previous Meeting Notes- 

May 2021 Meeting notes were approved unanimously, with a quorum present. 
Perinatal Commission authorized projects- discussion/ brief updates

· Louisiana Perinatal Quality Collaborative (LaPQC)

· Perinatal Depression Screening Initiative – Brief Presentation 
Paulette Carter and Laurel Thornton provided a brief overview and introduction to the proposed/planned initiative.  The primary goals of the initiative are:

· Increased utilization of evidence-based screens for perinatal depression at well-child visits (throughout the first year).

· Increased utilization of mental health consultation resources (e.g., LaMHPP) for perinatal mental health concerns.

· Improving self-efficacy of providers in their ability to provide effective perinatal depression screens and referrals.

· The initiative will follow the LaPQC Model for Improvement, with an anticipated launch in 2022. A small cohort of pediatric practice providers will be engaged in a partnership to develop the change package.
· The Commission discussed the initiative, and it was recommended to move the discussion (especially that related to resources and adequacy of referrals) in the Mental Health Workgroup
· Opioid Pilot project NOWS

· The project wrapped up in June. A final report will be submitted to the Commission. 
· A new initiative will be rolled out (Sep 2021) that utilizes the same structure as NOWS and will continue to have a stakeholder workgroup. The workplan will draw from the recommendations from both the 2016 Commission’s NAS Study Resolution and from the PAMR report, while also making sure efforts are not duplicated but rather aligned.
· The Gift- August is National Breastfeeding Month planning activities around this.

· Pregnancy Associated Mortality Surveillance (PAMR)- The PAMR Report is expected to be published August 2021. Commission members will be asked to review prior to publishing.

· Fetal Infant Mortality Review (FIMR)-No updates on FIMR. Intent is to provide the data for state of the state presentation tentatively scheduled for September 2021.

Legislative Updates and Implementation 

· Updates were provided relevant to the Commission. These included: 

· HB 578- passed and requires disclosure of certain information relative to abortion pill reversal. 

· HB316 - Adds mucopolysaccharidosis type I and glycogen storage disorder type II to the state’s newborn screening panel passed, catching us up to national standards 

· HCR 105-Establsihes the Louisiana Maternal Mental Health Task Force. OPH will need to identify an individual to serve on the task force. Plans are to work with IWES. 

· SCR 66--OPH has been assigned lead on this bill to examine and address barriers to novel therapies for sickle cell.

· SR 97- Create a task force to study the causes of infertility in women and mandating insurance coverage of fertility treatments for women.

· SB133- Provides that LDH, in addition to the other powers and duties conferred upon it by law, shall serve as a foundation and resource for addressing health care disparities in vulnerable populations, and contribute to the progression and improvement of Louisiana's health care rankings. Also provides for studying the costs and impacts of creating an Office of Women’s Health. 

Subcommittee/Workgroup Reports/Updates

· Planning Subcommittee is meeting monthly – working to arrange for an update on Medicaid budget, and planning for Dr. Kieltyka’s State of the Stare presentation. 

· Workgroups: 

· Telehealth: Aligning with LDH Business Plan. Will focus on the maternal telehealth- both Perinatal and Postpartum areas. 

· Postpartum Care: LSUHSC Center Medical Student intern, Gabriella Stone, has been working on a preliminary report to explore gaps and make recommendations to the group based on findings. Dr. Boggs is developing the cascade of steps of the views from beginning of pregnancy to OBGYN visits afterwards.

· Mental Health workgroup- is meeting monthly and next meeting will focus Perinatal Depression screening

· Membership Subcommittee- No vacancies. No updates
