Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 12:00 by Earl Thibodaux, Chairman.

Review/Approval of Agenda/Minutes
The Board reviewed today’s agenda (Tab 1).  Motion was made by Mr. Crabtree to approve the agenda as written; seconded by Ms. LaBrosse and unanimously approved.

After review of the November 19, 2013 minutes (Tab 2) motion was made by Mr. Crabtree to approve them as written; seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.

Executive Directors Report
Mr. Hebert discussed the fact that the annual audit requires that we contract for a period of three years for the services of an auditor approved by the office of the Legislative Auditor.  At the end of the three year contract, if the Board and the contract auditor mutually agree to extend the contract for audit services, a request for an extension of two additional years can be made.  Mr. Hebert indicated that Mary Sue Stages, has been thorough, fair and communicated effectively with us and urge the board to extend our contract for an additional two years on motion by Mr. Crabtree and seconded by Mr. Wilbanks the board unanimously adopted a motion to renew Ms Stages contract for an additional two year contract.  

Mr. Hebert presented the 2013 Annual Report of Activity stating that this report was first issued in 2010 in order to provide a synopsis of the Board’s accomplishments for the previous year.

Mr. Hebert discussed the need for members to complete both Ethics Training Program and Financial Disclosure Statements which are mandated to be conducted annually, indicating that the Ethics training is a computer generated program that takes approximately one hour to complete.  He further indicated that there is no pass/fail as the program only provides you with the answers if you answer incorrectly and informed the board that this has to be completed no later than the end of each calendar year.  

Mr. Hebert also indicated that this report must also be completed annually and submitted no later than May 15th each year.  

As a reminder Mr. Hebert stated that to assist Board members and prevent any unnecessary fines, the board staff will review posted Ethics office submittals on a quarterly basis and will notify any Board member of non compliance.

Mr. Hebert reported that at the last Louisiana Executive Directors Forum he met with LaMiesa D. Bonton, Executive Director of the Addictive Disorders Regulatory Board.  They discussed briefly her board’s program which provides guidelines for addressing impaired professionals and the established guidelines for creating an alternative procedure to address disciplinary issues related to substance abuse, alcohol abuse, mental illness and any other debilitating condition which could affect a professional’s performance capability.  Mr. Hebert concluded his discussion and suggested the board consider whether or not the Board might want to address the potential for adoption of an alternative disciplinary program to supplement our current disciplinary proceedings.  A general discussion was held relative to the need to establish an alternative disciplinary proceeding to address these concerns. Ms. LeBrosse was very supportive of this concept and asked to be placed on any committee which may be established to address this issue. Mr. Crabtree also indicated his willingness to serve on any committee at which time Mr. Thibodaux indicated that he would appoint such a committee to review our discipline proceeding and discuss the implementations of a “Recovery Administrator Program.”

Mr. Hebert reported that the Board sponsored a NAB Review Seminar and the Preceptor Training seminar which was well attended.  

Mr. Hebert concluded his presentation reporting on the recent success of the Administrator Boot Camp class held in conjunction with LNHA. He emphasized that the overall goal is to reduce the potential burnout and provide them with the tools to operate a facility more efficiently.  He reported that there were a little over 150 participants that attended and it far exceeded our initial projections and expectations.  

Motion was made by Mrs. LaBrosse to accept the Executive Director’s report as presented; seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.

Finance Committee Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Finance report on behalf of Mr. Wright (Tabs 5 & 6). After a brief discussion, a motion was made by Mr. Crabtree to accept the Financial Committee reports; seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.
  
Education Committee Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Education report on behalf of Mr. Wright (Tab 4).  A general discussion was held relative to the NAB exams and after a brief discussion a motion was made to accept the education reports as presented by Mr. Crabtree, seconded by Mr. Price and unanimously approved.
