QUARTERLY BOARD MEETING MINUTES
JULY 8, 2015

The LA Board of Examiners of Nursing Facility Administrators met July 8, 2015, at LABENFA, 5647 Superior Drive, Baton Rouge. LA.

Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 1:05PM by Teddy R. Price, Chairman.

Review/Approval of Agenda/Minutes
The Board reviewed today’s agenda (Tab 1). Motion was made by Mr. Wright to change the Agenda and go to New Business after reviewing the minutes.  Seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved. After a brief review of the April 8, 2015, minutes, Mr. Crabtree made a motion to approve the minutes (Tab 2) as written.  The minutes were seconded by Mr. Wright and unanimously approved.  

New Business:  
Mr. Wright informed the Board concerning the current situation with the DHH contract which starts June 1st, annually, has not been received to date.  For some time DHH has made it known that they want the Nurse Aide Registry in house.  Mr. Wright would like to see us self-sufficient and offered different scenarios.  Mr. Hebert has been actively working on ways to minimizing office expense.  The most solid way is to look at our fee structure.  He suggested raising the re-registration $80.00 to $100.00; most other fees would generate minimal increases.  Some CEU additions are being considered as well.  At the last NAB meeting it was noted the Louisiana is in the upper end of fees, other states are struggling as well, and some states receive funding.

There was discussion of the percentage of payment for re-registrations that companies provide; the staff will start tracking that information for future reference.  Some board members plan to contact key personnel to find out why no contract has been received, we are providing a service that we have no guarantee of receiving funding.  We need to put something in place as a backup.  Mr. Price agreed that we need to set an increase in the re-registration fees in play in case it is needed.  Mr. Crabtree said we could draft the rule to state “emergency” by Board decision.  If it’s not needed, it will not be implemented.  Suggested language “up to $100.00 increase by 2/3 vote of the Board” would give us a safety net.  Motion was made by Mr. Wright for Mr. Smith to draft the wording.  It was seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.

Executive Directors Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Executive Director’s report (Tab 3).  Mr. Hebert updated the Board of on topics from the last NAB convention and reminded the Board that they are welcome to attend.  Mr. Hebert reminded the Board that the Commendation Resolution for Mr. Ray Naquin is underway and we are in hopes to present it at the LNHA convention in September.  Per Mr. Goux’s invitation, all Board members are welcome to be present at the Awards Banquet.

Mr. Hebert continued reporting on the alternate disciplinary policy for drugs and alcohol.  Ms. LaBrosse said the State Nurses Association can participate in the study resolution and forward the information to Mr. Hebert.  The Ad Hoc committee will meet and follow through.  Motion was made to accept the Executive Directors report by Mr. Crabtree, seconded by Ms. LaBrosse and unanimously approved.

Education Committee Report
Mr. Wright presented the Education Report (tab 4).  After a brief discussion, motion was made by Ms. LaBrosse to accept the education reports as presented, seconded by Ms. Hutchinson and unanimously approved.

Finance Committee Report
Mr. Wright presented the Finance report (Tabs 5 & 6). Mr. Wright said right now our finances are solid and in good shape for the end of May 2015.  Motion was made by Mr. Thibodaux to accept the Financial Committee reports; seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.

Review of Applicants
Applications were made available for review (Tab 11).  Applicants’ files were distributed for review.  After a brief discussion, motion to ratify the following individuals, individually, to sit for the examinations by Mr. Wright; seconded by Mr. Crabtree, motion carried unanimously.
