QUARTERLY BOARD MEETING MINUTES
OCTOBER 14, 2015

The LA Board of Examiners of Nursing Facility Administrators met October 14, 2015, at LABENFA, 5647 Superior Drive, Baton Rouge. LA.

Call to Order
The meeting was called to order at 1:05PM by Teddy R. Price, Chairman.  Mr. Price introduced Lana Ryland, our new DHH representative to the other Board members and expressed his thanks for her commitment.  Mr. Hebert reminded the Board members of their responsibility to keep up their Tier 2.1 Disclosure which is due June 30th of each year and Ethics Training which is due December 31st annually.  He further requested that the Board members check the front pocket of their binder which would let them individually know if they are not in compliance with the Ethics Training.

Review/Approval of Agenda/Minutes
The Board reviewed today’s agenda (Tab 1). Motion to accept the Agenda was made by Mr. Crabtree and seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.  After a brief review of the July 8, 2015, minutes, Mr. Sanders noticed that under “Review of Applicants”, Boyd Sockrider was listed as the Preceptor at Old Jefferson CommCare and it was noted that the name was supposed to be Boyd Bauder.  The July 2015 minutes will be corrected as stated.  Mr. Crabtree made a motion to approve the minutes (Tab 2) as written once the correction is made.  The minutes were seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.  

Executive Directors Report
Mr. Hebert presented the Executive Director’s report (Tab 3) and updated the Board of an informational meeting with Patricia LaBrosse, David Smith, Barbara McGill (Director of the Recovering Nurse Program with the LA State Board of Nursing), and himself to discuss our Alternative Disciplinary program.  Ms. McGill was very helpful in providing some suggestions and expressed interest in helping if needed further.

The Board was further informed of our office staff attending the LNHA convention in September and hosting a booth.  It was found to be beneficial in many aspects including CEU topic suggestions.  Mr. Ray Naquin was presented with a Commendation Resolution from the Board at the Awards Banquet.

In his report, he informed the Board of an upcoming February 2016 joint LNHA/LABENFA continuing education seminar, Mr. Price suggested a topic on improving our facilities in using the Five-Star program.  No additional topics have been set at this point.

The Board office received our final audit from the LA Legislative Auditor.  We received two small findings of which corrective action has already been implemented.

The DHH contract with Health Standards was fully discussed.  Ms. LaBrosse asked about the possibility of renting office space to the Nurses Association for an alternate suggestion if we lose the Nurse Aide Register.  Mr. Thibodaux made a motion that it could be addressed as a possibility, seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously agreed.

Education Committee Report
Mr. Wright presented the Education Report (tab 4).  After a brief discussion of the latest test scores, motion was made by Mr. Thibodaux to accept the education reports as presented, seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.

Finance Committee Report
Mr. Wright presented the Finance report (Tabs 5 & 6). After a brief review of the finance reports, Mr. Wright went on to address the proposed budget for July 2015–June 2016.  Different scenarios were discussed due to the fact that our office has not received the DHH contract for July 2015–December 2015.  Mr. Wright said that we will not be financially solvent if there is no signed contract through December 2015.  Approval of the Budget will be addressed after a decision is made on the DHH contract.

The Board members expressed their concern of the financial burden we’ve already incurred without having a signed contract.  Mr. Crabtree stated that we have struggled with this since March 2015 and that it has to come to an end by December 31, 2015.  We should not be put in this position of not knowing if we will receive a timely contract or not.  The question remains, what is holding up receiving a contract?  After trying to contact different personnel with DHH during the Board meeting, Kristy Haydel emailed Deidre Wright and asked how long would it take to get the contract to Mark Hebert for signature?  Deidre Wright called Mark Hebert and said she will come Monday, October 19, 2015, and pick up the signed July-December 2015 DHH contract.  The Board decided not to accept another contract from DHH if one is sent for 2016.

Readdressing the Proposed Budget, with the knowledge that the Board will only have a July-December 2015 DHH contract and that the Board’s decision was to not accept one after that, the Board continued their discussion of the Proposed Budget.  Ms. LaBrosse made a motion to accept the proposed budget reflecting one-half year with and one-half year without the Nurse Aide Registry Budget, see attached.  It was seconded by Mr. Wilbanks and unanimously approved.  

Mr. Wright continued the financial report offering alternative directions we could approach with the proposed 2015-2016 budget.  Motion was made by Mr. Thibodaux to accept the Financial Committee reports; seconded by Mr. Crabtree and unanimously approved.


Disciplinary Committee Report
Mr. Wilbanks, Committee Chair, informed the Board that because of an adverse rap back report on an AIT concerning an incident in Marksville, training has ceased. The committee will not make a recommendation to the Board until we have received final judicial disposition in this matter.  Mr. Crabtree made a motion to accept the Committee report, seconded by Mr. Thibodaux and unanimously accepted.

Review of Applicants
Applications were made available for review (Tab 11).  Applicants’ files were distributed for review.  After a brief discussion, motion to ratify the following individuals, individually, to sit for the examinations was made by Mr. Crabtree; seconded by Mr. Sanders, motion carried unanimously.

Applications for reciprocity to Louisiana files were distributed and available for review (Tab 11).  After a brief discussion, noting after the completion of their reciprocity application is complete except for state testing, motion was made by Mr. Crabtree, seconded by Mr. Thibodaux and unanimously approved to accept his application by reciprocity and ratify Billy Clifton to sit for the state test.  After a brief discussion, motion was made by Mr. Wilbanks, seconded by Mr. Thibodaux and unanimously approved to accept his application by reciprocity and ratify John Panicek to sit for the state test.
