3. Approval of the January 2015 Minutes
The January 2015 Minutes were adopted on a motion by Kathrine Cargo (LaNENA) and seconded by Lynn Dupont (LAPDD). 


4. Chair’s Report: Chair Clay Trachtman (DHH) thanked everyone for attending the meeting and asked everyone to make sure that they signed in.  

Chair Trachtman welcomed Allison McCrery and Jaya Selvaratnam our FirstNet presenters and Kyle Campbell the Google presenter.

Chair Trachtman thanked Jim Mitchell for hosting the ArcGIS online workshop at DOTD that morning.



5. Presentations: 

Louisiana First Net Outreach by Jaya Selvaratnam (GOHSEP) and Allison McCreary (GOHSEP).  

Ms. McCreary described the First Net effort as a three year project, that is funded federally, and whose goal is to develop a 4G LTE system for first responders.  GOHSEP is currently in the first phase of a three phase project.  The system will be national in scope and developed specifically for public safety professionals.  The system will operate in the 700m MHz range with a 20 mghz. Bandwidth.  

Mr. Selvaratnam noted that Louisiana will leverage its existing governance body, the Statewide Interoperability Executive Committee (SIEC), and the recently established SIEC Broadband Subcommittee to implement its SLIGP award.  Information on the project can be found at firstnet@la.gov.  The Office of State Police will be the grant recipient and Colonel Mike Edmonson will be the single point of contact (SPOC). The system will charge fees for service and fees for the access to the equipment, including the use of communication towers and antennae.

Google Imagery as a Service Goes Statewide by Kyle Campbell with Google Inc.

Kyle Campbell introduced two individuals that work closely with him, Scott Bridges and Steve McKinney.  He noted that with Google’s acquisition of Skybox, Google is now offering statewide imagery products.  The ortho imagery would have 6” resolution and be provided 4 bands; Red, Green, Blue and Infrared.  The imagery would be collected statewide every three years with major metro areas every year and second tier cities every two years.  Google would be looking for partnerships with public agencies to improve the data.  He noted that Google is also offering Cloud data storage options at very reasonable rates for public agencies.


6. LAGIC Report
LAGIC is working with the Louisiana Remote Sensing and GIS Workshop Committee to help coordinate the 31st Annual workshop.  The Workshop will take place on May 12th and 13th and there will be free geospatial workshops on Thursday the 14th.  The Workshop will take place at the Pennington Biomedical Research Center on Perkins.

LAGIC is also working with Kathrine Cargo and the LaNENA organization on a survey of geospatial capability and readiness for NextGen 911.


7. Old Business
Chris Cretini (USGS) noted that DOTD helped coordinate the Hydrography Requirements and Benefits Study for USGS.  The information collected from the study will be the basis of a national plan which will be released in the fall.  That plan will make recommendations on how hydrography data will be managed nationally.

Chris Cretini also noted that USDA will capture NAIP Imagery in Louisiana this summer.  The data is 1 meter resolution with 4 bands.  There is an opportunity for a statewide buy-up to ½ meter resolution for $293,000 for the whole state. 

The Coast wide Referencing and Monitoring System (CRIMS) is also planning to collect imagery this fall at 1 meter resolution with 4 bands.  That flight will only be collecting in the coastal zone.
