WHEREAS, The purpose of The Louisiana Ground Water Management Advisory Task Force as stated it their enabling statute, Act 49 of the 2003 regular session of the legislature, to continue the development of a comprehensive ground water management program has not yet been fulfilled, and;   

WHEREAS, Ground water issues remain a great concern as is reflected in the submission of HCR 1 requesting preparation of a report on the state’s ground and surface water resources and to provide recommendations on the optimal management and protection of the state’s surface and groundwater resources;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Louisiana Ground Water Management Advisory Task Force does hereby request that Jim Pratt, as Chairman, take whatever action is necessary to approach the Louisiana Legislature and request removal of the Louisiana Ground Water Management Advisory Task Force from the list of boards and commissions being abolished in HB 1226.
