The Chairman, Senator Crowe, called the meeting to order at 1110.  A roll call was conducted and a quorum was established – members present listed above.  Senator Crowe moved to accept the minutes of the previous meeting as corrected and dispense with the reading of the same.  Motion carried unanimously.
Senator Crowe gave an overview of the status of the project and the action necessary by the full Board for the ratification of the Lease Agreement by and between the LIGTT Authority and the State of Louisiana, the Sub-lease Agreement by and between the LIGTT Authority and ABK Development, L.L.C. and the Development Agreement.  Senator Crowe pointed out that the original agreements had been previously approved by the full Authority on July 7, 2014 and that on August 29, 2014 the Executive Committee had met, reviewed the final agreements, and made a recommendation that the full Authority ratify the revised agreements.  The final agreements were presented to the Authority for review.  Commissioner Westbrook moved that the Authority ratify the Lease Agreement by and between the LIGTT Authority and the State of Louisiana.  Motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Hyatt moved that the Authority ratify the Sub-lease Agreement by and between the LIGTT Authority and ABK Development, L.L.C.  Motion carried unanimously.  Commissioner Crawford moved that the Authority ratify the Development Agreement.  Motion carried unanimously.

Senator Crowe discussed the ethics training requirements for all Authority members.  Carla Roberts gave a refresher on the requirements and explained compliance procedures.  

Senator Crowe stated that the Executive Committee had made a recommendation, at its last meeting, that the full Authority approves the hiring of a part-time administrative assistant for the LIGTT Authority.

Commissioner Crawford moved that the Authority accept the Executive Committee’s recommendation.  Motion passed unanimously.

Tom Thornhill and James Woodworth of LIGTT Midstream Holdings gave a developers update.  Their update included project funding and investment protocol, the status of the permitting process, outreach and public relations and potential future customers.  They pointed out that all aspects of the project had been thoroughly vetted, that the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers permitting process was ahead of schedule and that there were multiple foreign ports who wanted to enter into memorandums of understanding to do business with LIGTT.  They went on to report that the LIGTT project was being recognized as a world class national and international endeavor and indicated that within three to six months they should be able to give a report on milestones.  They also informed the Authority that they had hired FleishmanHillard to assist with public relations.  The Authority discussed investment protocol and ethics.  Senator Crowe suggested that any specific questions relative to this topic be directed to Ben Hunter or Carla Roberts for clarification.  The Authority discussed the idea of a press announcement in New Orleans.      
Senator Crowe stated that the Authority had other business to address and  informed the Authority that a partial payment of contract for the legal services of  Roedel, Parsons, Koch, Blache, Balhoff, & McCollister had been made.  Senator Crowe indicated that the Port Association of Louisiana 2015 annual dues of $100.00 were due.  Commissioner Mannella moved to approve that the dues be paid.  Motion carried unanimously.  Senator Crowe also reported that the Ports Association conference, which is to be held in New Orleans in March, was asking for sponsors and that he would poll the Authority via email.  He also reminded the Authority that biographies were still needed to update the website.

Commissioner Hyatt gave an overview of his trip to the Panama Canal on behalf of the Authority and submitted a written report.

Commissioner Becnel stated that a Treasurer’s Report should be available by the next meeting.

Commissioner Mannella raised the issue that several of the Commissioner’s appointments to the Board were expiring in 2015.  It was suggested that he submit his question to Carla Roberts via email for follow up.

There was no public comment.

The meeting was adjourned at 1300.
