Minutes of the LCDA Executive Committee meeting of July 9, 2015 were faxed to all members prior to todays  

meeting and copies were also provided in the Committee meeting books. Mayor D’Aquilla asked for any questions or        

corrections. With no comments or corrections brought to the committee, motion to accept the minutes of the LCDA 
Executive Committee meeting of June 9, 2015 was made by Mr. Mack Dellafosse, seconded by Mayor Camardelle and without an objection, the motion carried.
BUDGET REPORT

Mr. Ty Carlos reported that as of July 31, 2015 the LCDA had earned 118% of the budgeted revenues, while incurring 94% of budgeted expenditures. A motion to accept the Budget Report was made by Ms. Mary Adams, seconded by Mr. Lynn Austin and without any objection the motion carried. 

DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE REPORT
East Ascension Consolidated Gravity Drainage District No. 1 – Series 2015
Mr. Ty Carlos explained that East Ascension Consolidated Gravity Drainage District No. 1 was requesting preliminary approval of an issuance of NTE $18.0 million in bonds to finance drainage improvements within the District, fund a reserve or purchase a reserve fund surety, if necessary and pay costs of issuance of the Bonds, including the cost of a bond insurance policy, if necessary.  Repayment of the bonds will come from revenues received by the District from (i) a five (5) mill ad valorem tax currently being levied by the District and (ii) revenues from the one-half of one percent sales tax currently being levied and collected by the District.  A motion for approval was made by Mr. Lynn Austin, seconded by Mayor Camardelle and without objection the motion carried.

St Landry Parish School Board – Series 2015
Mr. Ty Carlos explained that St Landry Parish School Board was requesting the preliminary approval of an issuance of NTE $12.5 million in bonds to finance capital projects at its various school locations and pay costs of issuance of the Bonds.  Repayment of the bonds would come from the School Board's pledge of Lawfully Available Funds, which shall include the School Board's constitutional ad valorem tax. A motion for approval was made by Mayor Butler, seconded by Ms. Mary Adams and without objection the motion carried.

Director’s Report
Mr. Ty Carlos gave a report to the Executive Committee. Mr. Carlos covered several topics of interest giving brief updates on the office move, the LMA Conference that Jennifer and Amy attended in Lafayette, and a brief synopsis of the Authority’s accomplishments in over the last 24 years.  Mr. Carlos stated to the Committee that since the move the staff was placing orders for letterhead, envelopes, etc. and was requesting the Authority to consider a new logo. He provided a few options for their review. with no questions a motion to accept the Directors Report, and include the approval of a new logo selected by the Committee was made by Mayor Butler, seconded by Mr. Lynn Austin and without an objection the motion carried.
