Sgt. Russell gave a report on crime in the Mid- City Security Distict. He stated that there is an inffease

in vehicle thefts. Violent uime is up year-tq-date. Hispanics are still being targeted, Larry Jacobi asked

what the response time is on calls. Sgt. Russell stated that it is less than a minute on violent crime, a

Code 2; less thqn 3 minutes for other calls ln the MCSD.

Mary M. asked how well was MCSD covered during Mardi Gras, 5gI. Russell sald that orr the dates of
Feb, 27 and 2& there were less thcn 4 officers, howevef, the week before Mardi Gras, MCSD averaged

about 7 officers daily.

Financial Report:

Larry Jacobi gave financlal report. On the advice of Legislative Auditors, the mileage fees need to be

escrowed but not paid until a n€w Cooperative Endeavor Agreement is signed between City and

MCSD and a decision is made on howto handle those outstanding invoices dating back to 1020. Larry

stated that there were a few NOPD irwoices for 2020 and 2021 totaling approximately $211,000 that
had not been paid. MCSD has the funds to pay these invoices, on6e the City confirms the amounts.

Larry advises that the Legislative Audit is due June 30, 2O22 and MCSD will be ready.

Mary M. advises that she has made updates to the State Boards and Commissions website to include

all minutes/agendas, and updates to members and CPA. Larry J. will provide budget info directly to
