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coverage is not provided, as long as the act that forms the basis of the cause of action took place when the individual was engaged in the performance of the duties of the individual’s office or employment with the state and the individual was free of any the criminal conduct, the  Board will work with ORM and the Attorney General to make sure that the employee and/or board member receives representation and indemnification and will retain counsel, as approved by the Attorney General and Office of Contractual Review, to undertake the defense of the individual if needed.
