On Friday, March 7, 2025, I spoke with State Representative Kimberly Coates, District
73 (Ponchatoula, Tangipahoa Parish), seeking her consideration for filing a bill on behalf
of our agency amending an existing statute L.R.S. 9:2793.12 — Limitations of Liability,
Concealed Handgun Permits, Definitions, and Exceptions. This proposed amendment
will include private contract security in the existing language related to liability
limitations and regulations.

On Monday, March 10, 2025, Logan Berthelot, at my request, forwarded an email to
State Representative Denise Marcelle, District 61, with the amended language to the
existing statute L.R.S. 37:3276.2 - Authority to obtain criminal history record
information. Additionally, L.R.S. 37:3272 — General Definitions of Terms will be
amended in this same bill since the two reflect the same changes in the definitions. The

proposed changes to our authority to obtain criminal history record information will allow our
agency the ability to continue receiving background information on company owners and

instructors as well as security officers.
