VII. 2024 Audit Update (Logan Berthelot)

Logan Berthelot presented an update on the status of the 2024 company audits. He
reported that of the 239 active licenses, 149 companies total are under audit, and 45 are
complete. He projects that roughly 100 audits, or 65%, will be complete by the
November board meeting, and the audit department is on track to complete all audits by
December 31, 2025.

VIII. Review and Update on Security Officer Standards and Training
(S.0.5.T.) 1401

The update to S.0.5.T. 1401 was addressed in the earlier Training Committee Meeting.
The Second Edition updates address constitutional carry, expand the discussion on use
of force to include the use of force continuum, updates legal references, addresses
human traffickingawareness, and an overall polishing of the Power Pointslides to reduce
wordiness and update images.

IX. Review and Motion to Adopt Security Officer Standards and
Training (S.0.S.T) 1101 and 1102

Mr. Berthelot presented the proposed new training curriculum, Security Officer
Standards and Training (S.0.5.T) to the board, which aims to better align security officer
training with law enforcement and increase security officer engagement during training.
The new training curriculum will be presented to the instructors and the upcoming E3
Instructor conferences. ProProfs Online Testing system will roll out with the new
curriculum, which is a locked down, secure browser window for class attendees to
complete their exams. Instructional videos will be created using software called Guidde
to assist instructions in using the new testing platform, but paper exams will remain
available for situations where the technology is unavailable.
