VII. 2024 Audit Update (Stephanie Richardson)

Stephanie Richardson presented an update on the status of the 2024 company audits.
She reported that of the 239 active licenses, 152 companies need an audit, 81 of those
audits arein progress and 31 are complete. She reported that the fines are trending down
and more companies are compliant. She states the audit department is on track to
complete all audits by December 31, 2025.

VIII. Committee Updates
a. Finance Committee Update - Chairman Dynette Burke

Scott Lazarone presented the June 2025 financials to the committee and answered
questions. To summarize, the agency is in a very good financial position with substantial
cash reserves and effectively managed liabilities, particularly from an operational
standpoint. While the first month of the new fiscal year (July 2025) showed a negative
variance against budget, these are explained as temporary timing issues that are
expected to self-correct and are not indicative of long-term financial instability.

Ms. Burke asked Ms. Fisher to present the motions recorded from the Finance

c. Legislative Committee Update - Chairman Forrest Hise

Mr. Hise asked Ms. Fisher to present the motions recorded from the Legislative
Committee meeting.

Suggested Change 1:

3283(A)(3) Individuals required to obtain a registration card shall submit a sworn
application and applicable registration fees to the board for review.

Suggested Additions:

3283(F)(1)(a): It shall be the sole responsibility of the registrant to ensure their
registration is renewed every two years on or before March 31st,

(b) If a guard has not renewed their registration by March 31st, their registration
profile will be locked in the license management system, and they will be prohibited from
working as a security officer.

(c) Any security officer renewing their registration after March 31st shall be
required to pay an increased renewal fee of one and a half times the standard renewal

fee.

(d) If a security officer fails to renew their registration by June 1st, they shall be
required to submit a new initial application along with applicable fees and undergo a
background check.

A motion was made to move forward with the suggested change to 37:3283(A)(3) and
suggested additions of 37:3283(F)(1)(a-d).

3284(B)(1) Any security officer, prior to their first work assignment, shall
complete a minimum of sixteen hours of board-required training consisting of Security
Officers Standards and Training (S.0.5.T.) by a board-licensed instructor and successfully
pass an examination for each course.




A motion was made to move forward with the suggested change to 37:3284(B)(1) and to
incorporate legal counsel Blake Arcuri’'s suggested additional language.

The committee discussed four examples of other boards that have the appellate process
using the Division of Administrative Law in their statutes.
