INVOCATION:
Deslie Isidore gave the invocation.  The Pledge of Allegiance followed.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
JUNE 23, 2015
Commissioner Goodly moved and Commissioner Major seconded to approve the minutes of June 23, 2015.  Verbal Motion 15-030 was approved unanimously.
RTA CHAIRMAN’S REPORT:
RTA GENERAL COUNSEL’S REPORT:

BP SETTLEMENT

Sundiata Haley stated that the RTA settled  its claim with PB for $9.1 Million and the court issued an order requiring that all local governmental agencies be paid within 30 days and the RTA should be paid by August 26, 2015. 

Sundiata Haley stated that there was an amendment to the Transdev Service Agreement; the reorganization structure that Transdev was requesting was eliminating the CMO Position and creating Two Director Positions and the two directors would be part of the Senior Management Team. 

Commissioner Major moved and Commissioner Goodly seconded to authorize the Board to approve the Transit Services Agreement – Transdev Services, Inc. – Third Amendment.   Resolution No. 15-047 was adopted unanimously.
Sundiata Haley stated that he would discuss other matters in Executive Session. 
Chairman Longoria thanked Sundiata Haley for the work that he has done for the RTA. 
Commissioner Daniels stated that the RTA formed the RTA Riders Advisory Committee last year to quantify how we engage with the riding public. The first meeting took place last week and it was a major meeting for the committee. Half of the committee attended and it was a great first meeting and some of the committee members are at today’s Board Meeting. The meetings will provide a series of learning opportunities between the Board, Transdev and the Riders Advisory Committee and this would be a great opportunity for sharing great ideas.
JEFFERSON PARISH REPORT:

EXECUTIVE MANAGEMENT REPORT:
Justin Augustine stated that on Friday, July 24, 2015, the Senate passed a procedural vote to advance the surface transportation bill.  Senators are expected to work over the weekend and next week on the bill as the July 31 funding deadline looms.  The House approved a five-month extension to December 18, 2015 to allow additional time to enact a long-term bill.
Justin Augustine stated that as the Senate bill stands today, the public transit authorization would increase from $10.690 billion in the current year to $11.633 billion in Fiscal Year 2016, and increase over the next six years to $13.36 billion in FY 2021.   


Justin Augustine stated that the Surface Transportation Bill has everyone in the Transportation Industry very concerned and there were a lot of things that the RTA was planning that needed federal support.
SECOND QUARTER REPORTS

TRANSIT POLICE REPORT
Sgt. Hickman reported that during the Second Quarter the Transit Police dealt with 15 disturbances, year to date 25 disturbances and dealt with 1 theft investigation, 1 robbery investigation and 5 arrests.
Sgt. Hickman reported that during the Second Quarter the Transit Police dealt with 60 traffic accidents, year to date 127 accidents, and 24 moving violations, year to date 53 moving violations.

Sgt. Hickman reported that during the Second Quarter the Transit Police conducted 339 Ride-Alongs, year to date 747.

Sgt. Hickman reported that during the Second Quarter, the Transit Police had 3,332 boardings and inspections of the vehicles, year to date 6,515.
CUTOMER SERVICE REPORT 
Nazires Tolliver reported that the Ride-Line was staffed with seven (7) Transit Information Operators, and the Supervisor of Transit Information.  The hours of operation are Monday through Friday, from 6:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m., and Saturday and Sunday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. 

Nazires Tolliver stated that during the second quarter of 2015, the Ride-Line received 55,026 calls and answered 50,207.  These figures reflect that 91% of the calls were answered and 9% were abandoned.  These figures reflect a 23.3% increase in the number of calls received and 21.4% increase in the number of calls answered, compared to the second quarter of 2014.

Nazires Tolliver stated that during the month of June, there was a significant increase of incoming calls to the Rideline and a high abandonment rate due to the IVR failure.  However, this failure validates that when the IVR is operational it answers approximately 40% of all incoming calls.  Paratransit was also affected, but not as drastically as the Rideline.   

Nazires Tolliver stated that one-hundred eighty-nine (189) complaints were received through the Customer Service Application during the second quarter of 2015 compared to 187 complaints received during the second quarter of 2014.

Nazires Tolliver stated that passengers carried during the month of June, 2015 were 1,564,947 with 3.64 complaints per 100,000 passengers, compared to 1,546,357 passengers during June 2014 with 2.97 complaints per 100,000 passengers.

Nazires Tolliver stated that passengers carried during the second quarter were 4,853,479 with 3.89 complaints per 100,000 passengers, compared to 3.84 during the second quarter of 2014, in which we carried 4,867,890 passengers.
Nazires Tolliver stated that the total passengers carried YTD were 9,378,223, with 4 complaints per 100,000 passengers.

Nazires Tolliver stated that complaints received consisted of operator behavior, late and early vehicles, fare card discrepancies, vehicles passing up customers and schedule maintenance. All complaints are taken seriously and are thoroughly investigated utilizing information provided by the customer, surveillance equipment installed on the vehicles and the GPS System. Customers are communicated with regarding the result of the investigation into their complaint, and disciplinary actions are administered as required based on the validity of the complaint. 
Commissioner Major asked for staff to give a report on why so many buses stop at the Loyola location. There are not enough seats at the Loyola Bus Stop Location and that location was very hard to keep clean and it appears that every bus that goes across the river stop at that location.

Commissioner Longoria asked staff to give an update regarding the buses shelters and benches.
TRANSDEV – FERRY REPORT:

Mark Major stated that the Ferry Report was being presented in accordance with the State Fiscal Year which was July 1, 2014 to June 30, 2015.

Mark Major stated that the total expenses for the month of June were $417,256.80 and, less fare collected of $118,494.66.93, resulted in a net billing for the month of $298,762.14.

Mark Major stated that the Ferry Subsidy for the month of June was $1,108,829.11, less the net billing of $298,762.14, and the reimbursement to the RTA for the diesel fuel was $43,442.34 which gives a June 2015 balance of $1,747,505.63 of State subsidy for ferry operations. 

Mark Major stated that on the Algiers Point/Canal Street Ferry, the total number of passengers was 37,0533 and there was 1 Scooter for a total of 37,054 and, on the Lower Algiers/Chalmette Ferry, there were 255 pedestrians and 22,231 vehicles for a total of 22,486 passengers.

Justin Augustine stated that the Mayor of Gretna submitted a letter to the RTA regarding the Gretna and Jackson Terminals giving the RTA 90 days to come up with a Plan of Action to handle those two terminals.


Justin Augustine stated that they had met with the Mayor of Gretna and the State does not want to own the two properties anymore, therefore, Transdev through RTA, contracted with DOT and has the First Right of Refusal was basically saying that the operating cost such as, insurance and maintenance had to be covered and there was no money coming in to cover that operating cost.

Justin Augustine stated that staff met with the Mayor of Gretna and stated that the City of Gretna would have to cover the Operating Costs and Transdev would maintain the site to make sure there was adequate use of the terminal 
Justin Augustine stated that during Gretna Fest the Gretna Ferry carries a lot of people and, if the State gets rid of it, where would the passengers go.

Justin Augustine stated that the Jackson Ferry Terminal, because of TSA rules and regulations, was not being used and currently there was no use for it and the Port does not have any use of the terminal. 
CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS PROGRESS REPORT
N. RAMPART STREET/ST. CLAUDE AVENUE STREETCAR EXPANSION PROJECT CANAL STREET TO ELYSIAN FIELDS


Martin Pospisil stated that everything stayed the same this month as last month because all of the resources were being used on the intersection of Rampart Street and Canal Street.


Martin Pospisil stated that by the end of the first week at the Half Grand Union Work @ Rampart and Canal all the excavation was almost complete on the lake side.


Martin Pospisil stated that the work was being done 24 hours a day.  

Martin Pospisil stated that on the 2nd week of work at the Half Grand Union the rail and concrete was being installed and everything was on schedule to be completed on time.

Martin Pospisil stated that there were a total of 8 different site conditions that took place at the site and there were a lot of challenges to keep the project on schedule.


Martin Pospisil stated that the project was 14.26% completed with a goal of 100% for July, 2016 and the project was on track.

Martin Pospisil stated that he started meeting monthly with the Contractors to discuss any potential overruns on bid items.  

In response to Chairman Longoria, Martin Pospisil stated that the Half Grand Union Work was on schedule and would be completed in 30 days.

In response to Chairman Longoria, Martin Pospisil stated that staff communicates with business in the area on a daily basis and staff works very closely with all the businesses.


Chairman Longoria stated that Justin Augustine was giving the Board a Construction Project Update on all the Capital Projects ahead of the Board Meetings.


Commissioner Major asked that the Capital Project report be put on the RTA website. 

STATE OF GOOD REPAIR:
CANAL BLVD. STREETCAR/BUS TERMINAL:

Fred Basha stated that the RTA did receive the FONSI which gives the approval to move forward.

Fred Basha said that the plans and specifications were going through a final review by Utility and City Agencies as well as by FTA and the PMOC and, after all the reviews are approved, the solicitation would be put on the street. 
Justin Augustine stated that he had a meeting with Councilmember Guidry. The Design Advisory Committee of the City Planning Commission does not want the canopy along the Canal Street project and Councilmember Guidry wants the canopy to stay and she will discuss this with the City Planning Commission.
STATUS OF FEMA PROJECT WORKSHEETS:

Fred Basha stated that the RTA received $104,000 Million from FEMA and FEMA added extra people to help with the RTA projects.

Fred Basha stated that there was a push from the State and FEMA to close as many PW’s as possible.

Fred Basha stated that 103 PW’s were in close out with 91 closed and 12 in the final close out process and staff was working with FEMA and GOHSEP to expedite PW closures. 

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
Ronald Baptiste stated that the Passenger Fare Line Item had a slight downturn and some of it was due to the interruption of the rail lines. 
Ronald Baptiste stated that regarding the Sales Tax Line Item, there was little difference in the General Sales Tax and the Hotel/Motel Sales Tax but year to date it was still exceeding staff projections.

Ronald Baptiste stated that in the Other Revenue Line Item, the numbers were the result of mediation that was done to offset some of the costs and potential revenue losses associated with the rail services interruptions and for the use of replacement bus service and this was done to make sure the authority was protected.
Ronald Baptiste stated that for the month Passenger Revenue exceeded the budgeted number and year to date still was proceeding in a positive direction. 

Ronald Baptiste stated that in the Operating Revenues Line Item, the month ended slightly better than what was budgeted and some additional costs was in the Service Line Item with consultant costs that occurred earlier in the year and those invoices were just making their way into the system and for additional bus service that was put onto the street.

Ronald Baptiste stated that year to date the agency was in a positive position; RTA’s Operating Costs were less than what was budgeted.

Ronald Baptiste stated that regarding the TMSEL Legacy Costs Line Item, significant medical claims have been resolved and the claims were making their way into the system. 

Ronald Baptiste stated that the Maritime Operations Line Item was zero net cost to the RTA and all the expenditures that were not covered, such as passenger fares, were paid out of the State Funds that were allocated to ferry operations. 

Ronald Baptiste stated that regarding the Governmental Operating Assistance Line Item, the numbers were very close to what was budgeted by staff.

Ronald Baptiste stated that staff felt assured that they would receive 100% of funding but was told to only ask for 66% of the total funding because there was no Transportation Bill.

Ronald Baptiste stated that regarding the Capital Expenditures Line Item, the Canal Streetcar Terminal was moving forward which would allow the RTA to start spending some of the Federal Money that was budgeted for this year, in addition, the money for the State of Good Repair Projects would also start being spent.

Ronald Baptiste stated that the RTA ended on a positive note and needed less money than what was projected through the budgetary process from the Operating Cash Reserves and the agency was moving in a positive direction compared to the forecast that was done five year ago and staff continued to look for cost saving opportunities.


In response to Chairman Longoria, Ronald Baptiste stated that the RTA has come to a resolution that would best benefit the agency and the agency was being taken care by the Corps of Engineers. 

PROCUREMENT ACTIVITY REPORT:
Deslie Isidore stated that all the items presented had been verified by the Management Oversight Committee and the Procurement Procedures were in order and the pricing was reasonable.
Deslie Isidore stated that the Collaborative, who advocates for Small and Disadvantaged Businesses held its first Annual Award Ceremony on June 27, 2017 and the RTA received the first Annual Sprit of Collaboration Award.
TO SOLICIT:

ALPHA UNION MASTER CONTROLLER

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking approval to solicit for an Alpha Union Master Controller.


Commissioner Daniels moved and Commissioner Goodly seconded to approve the solicitation of the E-Commerce Fulfillment Services.  Verbal Motion 15-031 was approved unanimously.

JD EDWARDS FINANCIAL APPLICATION TRAINING

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking approval to solicit for JD Edwards Financial Application Training


In response to Commissioner Major, Justin Augustine stated that the buses have a Voice Announcement System that announces the stops and, in case the system fails, the operators should announce the stops. If the operators are not announcing the stops, staff training will be reinforced.

Commissioner Daniels moved and Commissioner Major seconded to approve the solicitation of the E-Commerce Fulfillment Services.  Verbal Motion 15-032 was approved unanimously.

SURVEILLANCE SYSTEM FOR TWO ELECTRICAL POWER SUBSTATIONS

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking approval to solicit for a Surveillance System for Two Electrical Power Substations.

In response to Commissioner Daniels, Justin Augustine stated that staff would respond to a phone call if there was a breach.


Commissioner Goodly moved and Commissioner Major seconded to approve the solicitation of the Surveillance System for Two Electrical Power Substations.  Verbal Motion 15-033 was approved unanimously.

AUTOMATIC VEHICLE LOCATION/COMPUTER AIDED DISPATCHING SYSTEM
DEFERRED
TO AWARD:
Professional A&E On Call Services - Small Business Enterprise – Task 1 – Ferry Terminal Project Management/Construction Management

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking to award Professional A&E On Call Services – Small Enterprise – Task 1 – Ferry Terminal Project Management/Construction Management.

Commissioner Major stated that the City was collecting data to look at statistics in terms of who was eligible to receive contracts in the City and it was being done in conjunction with the Airport.  The people of the City were pushing for a Disparative Study for the South and the City was open to the Study and the RTA should conduct its own Disparative Study.


Commissioner Major stated that she wanted to contact Ms. Matthew in the City of New Orleans DBE Department to see if the RTA needed to conduct its own Disparity Study to make sure that everyone receives access to economic opportunity. 

Commissioner Major stated that Judith Dangerfield could send a letter to the City and state that the RTA wanted to collect its own data.

Commissioner Major stated that maybe the RTA needed to take the lead on the Disparity Study.

Commissioner Major stated that the RTA should invite all of the other Boards in the City to join the RTA in taking the lead on the Disparity Study.


Justin Augustine stated that this Procurement Item was approved with a 100% Small Business DBE Firms.

Justin Augustine stated that there was enough work on the ferry side that the first 30% process that Transdev has to go through, that each of those A&E Firms would receive work.


Chairman Longoria stated he and the Board speaks with one voice regarding  equity and making sure that Disadvantaged Businesses will get a piece of the pie and he was happy to follow Commissioner Major, the former chair, to make sure that those initiatives and principles of equity were followed through and he supports Commissioner Major 100% on this issue.

Commissioner Goodly moved and Commissioner Daniels seconded to authorize a contract with Royal Engineers for the provision of Project Management/Construction Management Services for the Canal Street Ferry Terminal Project.  Resolution No. 15-048 was adopted. 

Professional A&E On Call Services - Small Business Enterprise – Task 2 – Ferry Wharf Structural Integrity Assessment - Kenall, Inc.  – Geotechnical Investigation, Analysis and Design Services

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking to award Professional A&E On Call Services – Small Business Enterprise – Task 2 – Ferry Wharf Structural Integrity Assessment to Kenall, Inc. for Geotechnical Investigation, Analysis and Design Services.


Commissioner Major moved and Commissioner Goodly seconded to authorize a contract with Kenall, Inc.  Resolution No. 15-049 was adopted.
Professional A&E On Call Services - Small Business Enterprise – Task 2 – Ferry Wharf Structural Integrity Assessment - GOTECH, Inc. – Survey (Land Hydro) and Non Destructive Testing

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking approval to award Professional A&E On Call Services – Small Business Enterprise – Task 2 – Ferry Wharf Structural Integrity Assessment to GOTECH, INC. for Survey (Land Hydro) and Non Destructive Testing.


Commissioner Goodly oved and Commissioner Major seconded to authorize a contract with GOTECH, INC.  Resolution No. 15-050 was adopted.
On Call Consultant Services for FEMA PW Close Out Process

Deslie Isidore stated that staff was asking approval to award On-Call Consultant Services for FEMA PW Close Out Process.  


Commissioner Major  moved and Commissioner Goodly seconded to authorize the Board to award the contract to GOTECH, INC .   Resolution No. 15-051 was adopted unanimously.
PROCUREMENT STATUS REPORT:

Deslie Isidore reported that the Procurement Activity Report was in the Commissioners’ Binders.


Deslie Isidore stated that the RTA received the Southeast Louisiana Clean Fuel Partnership Award as a 2014 Clean Fleet Leader.
OPERATIONS REPORT
Gerard Guter stated that Operations was making safety a number one priority of the agency.
Gerard Guter stated that chargeable accidents on buses were 1.84 for 100,000 miles, rail was 3.14 for 100,000 miles and paratransit was 1.90 per 100,000 miles.

Gerard Guter stated that for the month of June boardings for buses were 27.2 per hour, rail was 50.3 per hour and paratransit was 1.99 per hour.

Gerard Guter stated that in the Quarterly Safety Meeting subjects discussed were Customer Service and trending topics that were giving the operators trouble were also discussed.

Justin Augustine stated that in the Safety Quarterly Meeting it was discussed with the operators to stay cool, stay in your seat and drives the vehicles away and don’t engage the individuals that are harmful to the operators. 
Justin Augustine stated that for every 300 incidents there are 29 minor accidents and 1 major fatality.

Commissioner Major stated that the operators needed to have in depth training to understand the population that they are dealing with on a daily basis and to de-personalize the situations.
Justin Augustine stated that outside trainers were brought in to train the operators on how to deal with a certain population of riders.
Commissioner Major stated that the outside trainers needed to address cultural diversity. 

Gerard Guter stated that the Call Center received 22,559 calls and answered 20,129, abandoned 2,430 for an abandonment rate of 10.77% in the month of June.

Gerard Guter stated that a total of 16 routes were affected by detours during the month of June.
Gerard Guter stated that On-Time Performance was 75.1% on fixed route and 76.9% on rail.

ADA COMPLIANCE REPORT
Karen Sider reported that 659 persons visited the ID Center in June.

Karen Sider reported that 306 ID Cards, 77 senior cards, 40 fixed-route cards, 121 ADA cards and 68 Medicare Cards had been issued and 353 people came in for applications or information. 

Karen Sider reported that 211 ADA applications had been processed, 107 approved, 26 denied, and 33 fixed route applications were received and processed. 
Karen Sider reported that the Paratransit office had 22,342 requests for trips and 17,541 completed trips with an on-time performance of 89.92%, and there were 1,199 active clients.
Karen Sider reported that on fixed-route, 89,670 individuals paid the reduced fare of 40 cents and 4,631 ADA clients rode free.  There were also 2,104 wheelchair passengers and 6,366 bike riders on the fixed route vehicles.

AUDIENCE QUESTIONS AND COMMENTS 


Brenda Holmes stated that she spoke with Francis Bowie on May 26, 2015 regarding Route 62 missing a bus stop sign.


Brenda Holmes asked if more time could be added to the transfers and Transpasses.


Brenda Holmes stated that the operators that she rides the bus with know the routes and call them out particularly the operators on the St. Claude Line.


Brenda Holmes stated that during the operators training session they should role play almost themselves as being passengers and operators.

In response to Brenda Holmes, Justin Augustine stated that the passengers do not have to get off the bus on Canal and Basin.


Brenda Holmes stated that she would try to keep peace between the RTA and the riding public.


In response to Justin Augustine, Brenda Holmes stated that the address for the Route 62 missing a stop was 14930 Curran Road.


In response to Lorraine Washington, Gerard Guter stated that the drivers are to report any incidents that take place on the bus to the Dispatcher and the Dispatcher would then report the incident to the Transit Police and the Transit Police would respond and/or NOPD Police and the driver should get all the necessary information from the passengers to place into the report.

In response to Lorraine Washington, Gerard Guter stated that the Transit Police were NOPD Police Officers and the officers respond to transit police issues and normal NOPD issues.


In response to Lorraine Washington, Sgt. Hickman stated that there were 4 officers on the Transit Police Force.


Justin Augustine stated that the City of New Orleans has an agreement with the RTA in terms of the Police Officers and they receive a salary from the City of New Orleans and additional payment from the RTA. 


Lorraine Washington stated that the fare for New Orleans East passengers should be the same fare as for everyone else around the City and New Orleans East passengers should not have to pay an extra 25 cent to ride the bus.


Lorraine Washington stated that the RTA should be a true Regional System and passengers should not have to pay an extra fare to ride the Jefferson Parish Buses.
Lorraine Washington stated that the Lake Forest Bus was rerouted and makes a turn at Read and goes to the hospital and then has to cross 4 lanes of traffic and she feels that this particular route was very unsafe.
Lorraine Washington stated that there were no trash cans at the bus stop located at the Library in New Orleans East and the RTA should have trash cans at that stop.

Lorraine Washington stated that the New Orleans East and the St. Claude Buses stop on the other side of Canal Street and before Katrina those buses always stopped below Canal Street and stopping at Canal and Elks was not a safe stop for the passengers and they were walking in the street.

Lorraine Washington stated that on the Lake Forest Bus Line, the articulated buses were put on that line and, when the articulated bus pass on that line, it confuses the passengers; they think that it’s a  Morrison Bus not a Lake Forest Bus. 


Steven Kennedy stated that he wanted to commend Commissioner Major on her economic equity inclusion which was very important for the City of New Orleans.

Steven Kennedy stated that he also wanted to thank Judith Dangerfield for helping and guiding him through the Small Business Process.

Steven Kennedy stated that there was a concept that Harvard Professor Michael Porter spoke about called Shared Value and he said we don’t hear about the good work that the DBE’s do in the community.

Steven Kennedy stated that his sister was murdered and his family had no money to bury her and Gina and Dwayne Bernal from Royal Engineering contributed money to help bury his sister and he wanted the RTA to know what Royal Engineering contributes to the community.

Steven Kennedy stated that he was also a DBE Firm that dealt with Urban Planning and also Real Estate and this was the only Board that alleviated some of the problems that Disadvantage and Minority Firms face and the RTA could be the model and this model could be scaled down to other bodies of the City to have real equity and inclusion in the City of New Orleans.

Steven Kennedy stated that if the media tries to throw the RTA under the bus, the public would have the RTA’s back.


Commissioner Major stated that it was called paying it forward and Mr. Dwayne Bernal was now the Chairman of the Housing Authority in New Orleans and she congratulated him on that appointment and she congratulated everyone that does business with the RTA.
