INSURANCE HEARINGS:
Residential Building, Home Improvement, and Mold Remediation; General Liability & Workers’ Compensation – La. R.S. 2150–2192, 2186(B)(6), 2189(A)(7) and Rules and Regulations Sec. 1503(D)
Applications Director Elaine Riggins was called to the stand and sworn in to give testimony regarding the documentation of general liability and workers’ compensation insurance coverage. Ms. Laborde removed QUALITY HOME CONSTRUCTION, LLC and ROBERT E. MYERS from the agenda. Ms. Riggins also confirmed service for the remaining entities listed on the agenda. Ms. Riggins confirmed that this is the first violation for these companies.
No one was present on behalf of ADAM ROSS PORCHE; ARCHITECTURAL ROOFING & HOME RENOVATIONS LLC; CONDALL CONSULTING GROUP, L.L.C.; CT KELLER LLC; CUSTOM FINISHES PAINTING AND DRYWALL, L.L.C.; EMPIRE BROTHERS LLC; GRATIFIED CONSTRUCTION LLC; and PRO BUILT EXTERIOR LLC. Mr. Wyman made a motion to suspend the license or registration of the aforementioned companies and individuals back to the date of last insurance coverage allowing staff to reinstate the license or registration if proof of no lapse is provided, to issue a cease and desist order, to assess a fine of $500 plus $500 in administrative cost, and to allow the company’s license/registration to be reissued upon proof of insurance coverage. Morse seconded, and the motion passed.

1. Noguera’s Construction, LLC, Prairieville, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2167(A)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of NOGUERA’S CONSTRUCTION, LLC. Investigator Marianne Sullivan was called to the stand and was sworn in. Ms. Sullivan reviewed the exhibit packet and provided testimony to the board. Ms. Laborde entered the exhibit packet into evidence and it was admitted. Jay Townsend was present on behalf of the homeowner in this matter and was sworn in. Mr. Townsend provided testimony and provided a letter to the board from the homeowner. Mr. Wyman made a motion to find NOGUERA’S CONSTRUCTION, LLC to be in violation. Mr. Hamilton seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Wyman made a motion to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 in administrative costs and to issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Hamilton seconded. The motion passed.
2. Olen Turner, Monroe, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2175.3(A)(1)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. OLEN TURNER was not present. Investigator Jessie Wells was called to the stand and was sworn in. Mr. Wells reviewed the exhibit packet and provided testimony to the board. Ms. Laborde entered the exhibit packet into evidence and it was admitted. Mr. Wyman made a motion to find OLEN TURNER to be in violation. Mr. Morse seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Wyman made a motion to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 in administrative costs, to issue a cease and desist order and to refer this matter to the local District Attorney’s office. Mr. Morse seconded. The motion passed. 
3. Sacc Ventures Construction, LLC, Denham Springs, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2185(A)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations and read the settlement offer presented by SACC VENTURES CONSTRUCTION, LLC. Mr. Wyman made a motion to accept the settlement offer as presented, which included a no contest plea. Mr. Guidry seconded. The motion passed. 
4. Fercho, LLC, New Orleans, Louisiana – La. R.S. 37:2167(A)
Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. No one was present on behalf of FERCHO, LLC. Investigator Jessica Jones was called to the stand and was sworn in. Ms. Jones reviewed the exhibit packet and provided testimony to the board. Ms. Laborde entered the exhibit packet into evidence and it was admitted. Mr. Wyman made a motion to find FERCHO, LLC to be in violation. Mr. Fine seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Wyman made a motion to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 in administrative costs. Mr. Fine seconded. The motion passed.
