INSURANCE HEARINGS:
Residential Building, Home Improvement, and Mold Remediation; General Liability & Workers’ Compensation – La. R.S. 2150–2192, 2186(B)(6), 2189(A)(7) and Rules and Regulations Sec. 1503 (D)
Emma Payne was called to the stand and sworn in to give testimony regarding the documentation of general liability and workers’ compensation and confirmed service for those entities listed on the agenda. Ms. Payne confirmed that this is the first violation for the companies listed on the agenda except Acadiana Custom Builders LLc, which is this is their second violation.
Caldwell Joseph Burgess; Clearpro, LLC and Johnny W. Chevallier were removed from the agenda.
Linzay Brown was present on behalf of Acadiana Custom Builders LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Brown gave a statement and affirmed that there was a lapse in insurance coverage. Mr. Ward made a motion to suspend the license back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, assess a $500 fine and $500 in administrative cost, and to allow the company’s license/registration to be reissued upon proof of insurance coverage. Mr. Bourque reviewed the exhibit packet. Ms. Sims entered the exhibit packet into evidence and it was admitted. Ms. Gibson made a motion to find Edmund Leblanc d/b/a Ed Leblanc & R&R Enterprise, Inc. to be in violation. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Ms. Gibson made a motion to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 in administrative costs and to report this matter to the Attorney General’s office. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Buchert entered a no contest plea for these three companies. Ms. Gibson made a motion to accept the pleas. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Buchert gave a statement regarding these matters. Investigator Charmel Peterson was called to the stand and was sworn in. Ms. Peterson gave a statement. Mr. Ward made a motion to fine each company $1000 and $1000 in administrative costs for each company. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Wyman made a motion to fine BRUCE WILLIAMS $1000 plus $500 in administrative costs allowing the fine only to be reduced to zero if Mr. Williams obtains a license/registration within 120 days. Ms. Gibson seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Wyman made a motion to find ROY CLOTEAU D/B/A ROY’S PROFESSIONAL ROOFING to be in violation. Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Wyman made a motion to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 in administrative costs. Ms. Gibson seconded. The motion passed.

The motion passed. Mr. Wyman made a motion to assess the maximum fine plus $1000 in administrative costs. Ms. Gibson seconded. The motion passed.

Mr. Rawls gave a summary of the allegations. Curtis Orgeron was present on behalf of CAJUN ROOFING & CARPENTRY, LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Orgeron entered a no contest plea. Mr. Ward made a motion to accept the plea. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed. Mr. Orgeron gave a statement. Mr. Ward made a motion to fine CAJUN ROOFING & CARPENTRY, LLC $1000 plus $500 in administrative costs allowing the fine only to be reduced to zero and reducing the company’s previous fine owed to $500 if the company obtains a registration within 90 days and to issue a cease and desist order. Mr. Wyman seconded. The motion passed.
Mr. Wyman made a motion to rehear the insurance matter for Chauffe Construction Company LLC previously heard under item C. of the agenda. Mr. Ward seconded. The motion passed. Joseph Chauffe was present on behalf of Chauffe Construction Company LLC and was sworn in. Mr. Chauffe gave a statement and affirmed that there was a lapse in insurance coverage. Mr. Wyman made a motion to suspend the license back to the date of last insurance coverage, to issue a cease and desist order, assess $250 in administrative cost, and to allow the company’s license/registration to be reissued upon proof of insurance coverage. Mr. Ward seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.
