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The meeting was called to order and the meeting agenda was reviewed.  The Board business meeting was conducted after all research projects were reviewed. 
A proposal was presented by the Greater Baton Rouge Clean Cities Coalition regarding a proposed Biodiesel Education and Engagement Program (BEEP).

The Board then considered the minutes of the previous meeting.

ACTION NO. 1
A motion was made by JK Bordelon, seconded and carried, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting as presented.

The FY 11 Audit report was next presented and reviewed with the Board.  

ACTION NO. 2
A motion was made by Robert Thevis, seconded and carried, to receive the FY 2012 audit. 

The Board then reviewed collections and financial reports.  The current cash position of the Board and the preliminary assessment income projections for the 2012 crop were each reviewed.   The total undesignated funds as of 6/30/12 were $ 1,611,077 of that $ 1,192,206 was soybean funds and $ 401,937 were wheat and corn funds and $ 16,933.91 were sorghum funds.  The preliminary income estimates were then reviewed. October collections report from the LDAF was also reviewed.  
The Board was then presented an update on the Mid-South Soybean Board.  The MSSB has an approved project with USB and needs the various states to communicate a funding commitment regarding the project.  Each state has been asked to continue to fund $10,000.  MSSB is also working on a second research proposal and will meet at the December USB meeting to develop it further.
Charles Cannatella then discussed the aflatoxin projects being considered by the Aflatoxin Mitigation Center of Excellence (AMCOE).  The review committee has selected several projects.  Two of the projects are with the LSU AgCenter.  Each state is now being asked to commit funds for projects to be conducted in 2013.  The Board considered the amount of current funding they allocate to aflatoxin projects and what other states were committing.  They Board asked that Charles Cannatella communicate the amount of funding to AMCOE.
ACTION NO. 3
A motion was made by Joey Olivier, seconded and carried, to approve up to $ 85,000 funding for aflatoxin projects with the NCGA AMCOE, with $15,000 of that coming from the reserve.
The Board next considered the administrative and accounting services. 

ACTION NO. 4
A motion was made by Charles Cannatella, seconded and carried, that the Board contract with Kyle McCann for 2013 accounting services for $ 3,500.  The Board also agreed to pay Kyle McCann $ 2,000 and Jessica Lange $ 590 for administrative services performed during 2012.

The 2013 LSU AgCenter proposals were then presented to the Board for their review. The Board then briefly discussed projects, priorities and commented on some issues presented during the reviews. The LSU AgCenter personnel also expressed their willingness to assist with the Board’s review and develop any projects of interest to the Board. 

The Board then discussed organizational activities and representation.  Briefly they reviewed the activities of the US Grains Council, National Corn Growers and the National Grain Sorghum Producers.  The December meeting of the USB as then need for a voting delegate to the NCGA corn congress to be held at the Commodity Classic. 

The Board then discussed the next meeting date and agreed to try to meet on January 23rd at the Dean Lee Research Station in Alexandria, Louisiana.  The meeting would also be held in conjunction with the LSA annual meeting with lunch sponsored by the Board. 

There being no other business the meeting was adjourned.
