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The meeting was called to order and the meeting agenda was reviewed.  The Board business meeting was conducted after the northeast research station’s field day. 

Chairman Schexnayder called the meeting to order.  The Board then reviewed the minutes of the previous meeting and conference call. 
ACTION NO. 1
A motion was made by Charles Cannatella, seconded and carried, to approve the minutes of the previous meeting, January 23, 2013

 ACTION NO. 2
A motion was made by Leo Franchebois, seconded and carried, to approve the minutes of the April 26, 2013 conference call and to ratify the action taken on the conference call to nominate Charles Cannatella and Joey Olivier for the United Soybean Board.

Chairman Schexnayder then presented the cash position and collections report.  The current cash position of the Board as of June 14, 2013 was presented.   The total cash on hand was $4,017,606.77 of which $3,096,137.35 was Soybean funds $840,419.52 was wheat and corn funds and $81,049.90 was sorghum funds.  The May collections report from the LDAF was also reviewed.  The net year to date collections were $1,834,307.07 for soybeans and $439,452.67 for wheat and corn. The YTD actual collections for soybeans exceeded the budget estimates and the wheat and corn collections were slightly behind the budget estimates.
The Board then briefly discussed the projects that were presented during the field day. They also had some initial discussions regarding 2014 research project requests.  Board members then discussed activities related to the USB, AMCOE and the MSSB. 
The Board also discussed the presentation and meeting format for the review meeting in November.  Project presentations were grouped by subject matter last year.  The meeting format was discussed. In order to increase participation by researchers members felt that the meal function should be moved to noon on the first day. 
 The dates for the review meeting were discussed and tentatively set for November 21-22, 2012.  

There being no other business the meeting was adjourned.  
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
