MINUTES OF MEETING

JUNE 2, 2014


The Board of Commissioners met on the above date at the Teche-Vermilion Fresh Water District office located at 315 South College, Suite 110, Lafayette, LA 70503 at 10:00 a.m.  Members present were:  Mr. Ed Sonnier, Mr. Tommy Thibodeaux, Mr. Mike Detraz, Mr. Donald Segura and Mr. Bradley Grimmett.  In addition present were:  Mr. Don Kelley, Mr. Les Waguespack, Mr. Pat Landry, Ms. Jody White, Mr. Donald Sagrera and Ms. Sue Bergeron.

At this time the Chairman opened the Public hearing regarding discussion of the 2014 Millage.  There was no public comment.  The Chairman closed the public hearing.


Mr. Ed Sonnier, Chairman called the regular monthly meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.


Upon motion by Mr. Detraz and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the minutes of the previous meeting of April 28, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


Mr. Les Waguespack with CBI gave an update on the Siphon project that advertising for bids will begin soon.

The Personnel Policy regarding retirement will have no need for  changes.


Jody White with CPRA provided an update on the Loreauville Canal Project.  Scope of services was prepared by CPRA and submitted to Berard & Habetz Engineering.  Once agreed upon advertising for bids will begin.


Resolution No. 1 for the adoption of the adjusted millage rate of 1.45 mills was read in full, the roll was called for the adoption of the resolution by the following votes:  4 Yeas, 0  Nays, 0 Abstained 0 Absent.

Resolution No. 2 set forth the adjusted millage rate and roll forward to millage not exceeding the maximum authorized rate of 1.5 mills was read in full, roll was called and the resolution was adopted by no less than two-thirds of the total membership.  The votes were:  4 Yeas, 0 Nays, 0 Abstained, 
0 Absent.
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Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the board requests to amend the minutes of April 28, 2014 to reflect 1.45 mills instead of l.46 mills.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Segura, the Financial Statements for the period April 30, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


The District’s Investments had an Actual Weighted Average Yield of 1.66% for the month of April, 2014.


 The CPRA reported that permit applications have been submitted for the Inlet Channel dredging when needed.

Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the board authorized that a Hurricane fence be put up at the entrance to the Ruth 
Canal Structure.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board approved membership to the Bayou Vermilion Preservation Association for $100.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, no further business was brought forth, therefore, the meeting adjourned.
