At this time the Chairman called for any public comment.


There was no public comment.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the minutes of the previous meeting of July 28, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


Mr. Les Waguespack with CBI stated that the final design is complete for the Siphon project and is waiting on the permit to be approved.

Ms. Jody White with CPRA presented an update on the Loreauville Canal project.  She stated the contract with Berard, Habetz & Associates is completed and signed.  Permit application will be starting soon.  She stated the surveying of the Inlet Channel begins today by John Chance.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the Board accepted and approved the Investment Report by Regions Bank.  Motion carried.

Upon motion by Mr. Detraz and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the financial statements for the period ended July 31, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.
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The discharge pipes at Pumps No. 3 and 4 had couplings leaking water in which they have now been repaired.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board approved the Mutual Aid Agreement between the Levee District’s of Louisiana.  Motion carried.

Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the Board authorized the Executive Director to advertise for bids for the Sale of the 1983 Dump Truck.  Motion carried.

The District pumped 18 days and 6,590,600,000 gallons of water for the month of July, 2014.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Segura, the Board approved the hiring of a new employee, Mr. Calvin Knott.  Motion carried.
