Under old business, the Contract for the New Storage Building at the Pump Station in Krotz Springs, LA  was awarded to Bernard Construction for the amount of $108,000.00

Upon motion by Mr. Detraz and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the District’s Investments had an Actual Weighted Average Yeild of 2.26% for the month of November, 2010 which was accepted and approved.  Motion carried.
