Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the minutes of the previous meeting of December 16, 2013 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.

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Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the Board approved Conhagen, Inc. to pull Pump No. 4 for repairs.  Motion carried.

Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Segura, the Board approved to authorize Patterson Pump to build a new pump from the 2010 bid providing all legal issues are approved.  Motion carried.

Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board approved expenses for the Commissioners and staff to attend the Mississippi Valley Flood Control Association Annual Spring meeting in Washington, DC from March 22-26, 2014.  Motion carried.


The District did not pump in the month of January but pumped-to-date 67,248,000,000 gallons of water throughout the year of 2013.
