The Board of Commissioners met on the above date at the Teche-Vermilion Fresh Water District office located at 315 S. College, Suite 110, Lafayette, LA 70503 at 10:00 a.m.  Members present were:  Mr. Ed Sonnier, Mr. Mike Detraz, Mr. Donald Segura and Mr. Bradley Grimmett.  Member absent:  Mr. Tommy Thibodeaux. At this time the Chairman called for any public comment.


There was no public comment.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the minutes of the previous meeting of June 24, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


Mr. Les Waguespack with CBI presented an update on the Siphon project stating that advertising for bids will be coming up soon in the near future.  He also stated they are anticipating the project amount will be approximately $6,100,0000.

Ms. Jody White with CPRA gave an update on the Loreauville Canal project.  She stated the LADOTD will be revising the plans for the pilings to be installed next to the existing pilings.  A permit has been applied for the Dredging of the Inlet Channel and now waiting on the approval to begin the surveying.

Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the 2013 Audit Report was read, accepted and approved.  Motion carried.
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Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Financial Statements and the 2nd Quarter Budget Comparisons for the period ended June 30, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.

The District’s Investments for the month of June had an actual weighted average yield of 1.68%.


The painting of the Overhead crane has been completed by Quality Painting.


The District pumped 3 days and 614,700,000 gallons of water for the month of June, 2014.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board approved to acquire water samples along with the Bayou Vermilion Preservation Association and Lafayette Consolidated Government at the Ruth Canal, Bayou Fusilier, Bayou Courtableu and Bayou Teche.  Motion carried.


Mr. Sagrera stated that Sides & Associates are creating a Promotional film for Teche-Vermilion of the history, operations and benefits of the District.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board approved the Commissioners and Director to attend the Engineering Centennial Celebration in Baton Rouge on August 9, 2014 which Teche-Vermilion Fresh Water District is being recognized as a finalist for the Environmental Engineering Award.  Motion carried.
