At this time the Chairman called for any public comment.

There was no public comment.


Upon motion by Mr. Detraz and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the minutes of the previous meeting of June 2, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


Mr. Les Waguespack with CBI presented and update on the Siphon Project stating that advertising for the project could possibly be by August.


Ms. Jody White with CPRA presented an update on the Loreauville Canal Project stating that DOTD is revising plans to offset original pilings
instead of pulling them.


Upon motion by Mr. Detraz and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the financial statements for the period ended May 31, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Segura, the Board approved the Investment Report which had an Average Weighted Average Yield of 1.65% for the month of May, 2014.  Motion carried.
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Ms. Jody White with CPRA reported that they are waiting on approval to begin the process of surveying for the possible dredging of the inlet channel.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board approved evaluating an above ground anchoring system for the debris barrier for the Inlet channel.  Motion carried.


The District pumped 23 days and 8,110,100,000 gallons of water for the month of May, 2014.

Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board moves to write a letter to Mr. Bernard to remove bee hives at the Ruth Canal property.  Motion carried.


S.D.S. Fence Company submitted a quote of $7,912.00 to put up a hurricane fence at the Ruth Canal Structure.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Segura, no further business was brought forth, therefore, the meeting adjourned.
