At this time the Chairman called for any public comment.


There was no comment.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the minutes of the previous meeting of February 24, 2014 were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.


Under old business, Mr. Sagrera stated he and Cecil Knott met with Conhagen, Inc. of Kenner, LA and they are in the process of rebuilding 

Pump No. 4.


Under old business, Mr. Waguespack updated the board on the Siphon Project stating information has been submitted for the permit to the Corps of Engineers.

Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Thibodeaux, the financial statements for the period February 28, 2014 and the Investment Review with an Actual Weighted Average Yield of 1.59% were accepted and approved.  Motion carried.
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Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board amended the 2014 Budget for additional projected cash needs on upcoming special projects by the recommendation of Mr. Don Kelley.  Motion carried.

Mr. Sagrera stated plans for the Loreauville Canal Structure project were reviewed by LADOTD and CPRA.    Permits are needed for DNR and

Corps of Engineers.  Should be 3 to 4 months for approval.

Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board closed the time at 10:30 a.m. for accepting bids for the new Dump Truck.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Detraz and seconded by Mr. Segura, the Board approved to open bids for 2015 5-cubic yard Dump Truck.  One bid was submitted from Kenworth of South Louisiana for $78,100.38.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Segura and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board moved to accept the bid if all conditions are acceptable.  Motion carried.


Upon motion by Mr. Thibodeaux and seconded by Mr. Detraz, the Board opposes Senate Bill No. 452 By Senator Chabert. (Resolution attached.)
Motion carried.


The District pumped 217,300,000 gallons of water for 2 days in the month of February, 2014.
