Jimmy Guillory was formally welcomed to the Board.

Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Gaddie Baker and unanimously carried, to adopt the Agenda as amended with the following additions: add d.  Proposed Rule Changes to Board/Staff Issues, j. Complaint #2009-03, k. Complaint #2010-06, and l. Complaint #2010-11 to Executive Session.
MINUTES:

Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Gaddie Baker and unanimously carried, to accept the minutes of the meeting held December 4, 2009.

FINANCIAL:

Amended Budget

Emily Efferson, Administrator, advised the Board that the Budget was amended as previously discussed to designate a category of other assets to reflect monies to be used in the event of court hearings and other such expenses.
B.  Financial Statements
Board members reviewed the financial statements for the months ending October 31, November 30, and December 31, 2009.

Emily Efferson advised the Board that she received a letter from the Division of Administration that the Board is now required to register online and begin posting the Board’s information including financial and budgetary information, as well as the Board’s Rules, Regulations and Procedures.
BOARD/STAFF ISSUES:
A.  2010 LBESPA CE Workshop
Board members discussed remaining topics and presenters for the annual workshop.  The Board also reviewed and revised the postcard to advertise the workshop.

B.  Annual Hospital Report
Jolie Jones, Administrative Assistant, advised the Board that the Annual Hospital Report was mailed to Louisiana hospitals, nursing homes, intermediate care, and home health facilities on December 16, 2009.
C.  Supervision Policy Regarding Full-Time and Part-Time Consistency
The Board received supervision documentation of a Speech-Language Pathology Assistant who indicated “Part-time to Full-time” on her forms.  It was also indicated weekly the amount of hours worked which were not consistently part-time or full-time hours.  In the future, the Board will ask for a letter from the employer to verify how many hours were worked each week.
Board members want to include a change to Rule 127.L.5. to eliminate the part-time hourly requirement and require all SLP Assistants to obtain 1 hour of supervision per week.
D.  Proposed Rule Changes

The Board discussed the finalization of the proposed Rule changes.  Emily Efferson, Administrator, was requested to send the Rules revision document to all board members for review before the next board meeting.

A.  Letter dated 02/01/10 from Mount St. Mary’s College regarding telerehabilitation
Steve Harris will complete the form to be included in the survey for licensing boards.
B.  Email dated 02/10/10 from Kimberly Allred regarding cerumen management
A letter of response will be sent to Ms. Allred noting that malpractice insurance does not cover cerumen management because it is not defined in the Board’s Rules, Regulations and Procedures or Practice Act.  At this time, the Board does not plan to pursue the addition of cerumen management to the scope of practice, but Ms. Allred may discuss with the state professional organization to see if this is something they are interested in pursuing at this time.

for investigative proceedings regarding allegations of misconduct, or any other matter now provided for or as may be provided for by the legislature.

Perhaps that Board could “strongly advise or highly recommend” this presentation and provide a continuing education hour for viewing.  The Board also discussed providing training for SLP supervisors and a jurisprudence exam for Speech-Language Pathology Assistants and Provisional Speech-Language Pathology Assistants.
