The meeting was called to order by Stephen Harris at 9:08 a.m. in the Conference Room of the Board office located at 18550 Highland Road, Suite B, Baton Rouge, Louisiana.  Emily Efferson, Administrator, was present for the meeting.  Mr. Harris welcomed the Board’s newest member, Verlencia Millet.
PUBLIC COMMENTS:
There were no members of the public present to make a comment.
MINUTES:

Motion was made by Jim Guillory, seconded by Theresa Rodgers and unanimously carried, to accept the minutes of the meeting held June 10, 2010.

AGENDA:

Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Jim Guillory and unanimously carried, to adopt the Agenda as amended with the following additions: d. In-service for East Carroll Parish to Board/Staff Issues; and f. Complaint #2010-19 to Executive Session.
FINANCIAL:

Emily Efferson, Administrator presented board members with a comparison sheet showing the current budget status.
BOARD/STAFF ISSUES:
A.  Update on Annual Renewals and Audits

Board members were advised that as of August 5, 2010, 3,170 licenses had been renewed.  Theresa Rodgers advised that she has reviewed the continuing education documentation for 58 licensees selected for audit, of which, 55 were compliant and 3 were non-compliant.
B.  2011 LBESPA CE Workshop

This discussion was tabled until the October 2, 2010 meeting.

C.  Volunteer Work Applying to Supervision
The Practice Act and Rules do not include a provision to allow volunteer work to count as supervised experience.
D.  In-Service to East Carroll Parish

Kerrilyn Phillips provided an in-service to East Carroll Parish personnel on August 3, 2010 on licensing and supervision requirements.  She also explained how to complete the supervision forms.

COMPLIANCE HEARING:

Laura Tircuit requested to appear for a compliance hearing based upon denial of her application for renewal.  Ms. Tircuit practiced as a Provisional SLP without supervision from July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.
Woody Tircuit, Laura’s father, accompanied her for the compliance hearing.  Ms. Tircuit testified that she completed the supervision requirements prior to renewing her license in June, 2009.  She submitted her supervision form with her renewal application in June 2009, but did not notice that she was renewed as a Provisional SLP.  She applied to ASHA for certification after completing her Clinical Fellowship experience, but did not realize she needed to apply to LBESPA for an upgrade of her license.

Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Theresa Rodgers and unanimously carried, to come out of Executive Session to take the following action:
Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to offer Laura Tircuit a Consent Agreement and Order to include the following stipulations: successful completion of the open book examination within 90 days, supervision as a Provisional SLP through June 30, 2011 and until such time as an upgrade to a full license is approved by the Board, public reprimand, notification to NPDB-HIPDB, ASHA, LSHA, SPALS, Department of Education, and publication by LBESPA.
Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to deny Laura Tircuit’s request to upgrade her license.  Ms. Tircuit will be advised that she may apply for an upgrade after completing the terms of her Consent Agreement and Order.
Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Theresa Rodgers and unanimously carried, to send a letter to Ms. Tircuit’s supervisors and employer advising that she practiced without supervision for one year.
Members of the Board assigned HIPDB codes A6 and 29 to this matter.

Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Jim Guillory and unanimously carried, to waive the late renewal fee due to acknowledgment of the United States Postal Service that it was their error that Ms. Bryan’s renewal was received after the deadline.

Motion was made by Jim Guillory, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to deny Gina Knight’s request for a waiver of the late renewal fee.
D.  Jenny Tassin
Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to deny Jenny Tassin’s request for a waiver of the late renewal fee.
E.  Susan Fredricks
The Board wishes to advise Ms. Fredricks that they have no policy regarding Fiberoptic Endoscopic Examination of Swallowing (FEES), but that it is within the scope of practice of a speech-language pathologist as long as the licensee is competently trained.  The Board has no purview or position as to whether or not the hospital requires a physician to be present during the examination.
