The meeting was called to order by Stephen Harris at 9:10 a.m. in the Toulouse B room of the Maison Dupuy Hotel located at 1001 Rue Toulouse, New Orleans, Louisiana.  Emily Efferson, Administrator, was present for the meeting.  Mr. Harris welcomed the Board’s newest member, Laura Gresham.  Verlencia Millet joined the meeting at 9:40 a.m.

Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to accept the minutes of the meeting held October 2, 2010.

AGENDA:

A.  Financial Statement for the month ending July 31, 2010
Members of the Board reviewed the Financial Statement prepared by Susan Sevario for the period ending July 31, 2010.

Members of the Board reviewed the Financial Statement prepared by Susan Sevario for the period ending August 31, 2010.

C.  Financial Statement for the month ending September 30, 2010
Members of the Board reviewed the Financial Statement prepared by Susan Sevario for the period ending September 30, 2010.

Susan Sevario, CPA, added a column to compare amount spent to date in comparison to the budgeted amount, as per the Board’s previous request.  Another financial matter that will affect the 2010-2011 financials was discussed under Personnel Matter in Executive Session.

D.  Public Funds Resolution

Motion was made by Kerrilyn Phillips, seconded by Theresa Rodgers and unanimously carried, to add Emily Efferson to the Board’s bank account to make changes as needed.
E.  Tax Exempt Form

Tax exemption forms were distributed to board members to use for hotel stays while on board business.
BOARD/STAFF ISSUES:
A.  Annual School Report Update
Board members were advised that all parishes have reported and no issues have been noted.
B.  Election of Board Officers
Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to nominate Stephen Harris to continue serving as Board Chairman.
Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Laura Gresham and unanimously carried, to nominate Verlencia Millet to serve as Vice Chairman.

Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Laura Gresham and unanimously carried, to nominate Kerrilyn Phillips to continue serving as Secretary/Treasurer.
C.  2010 Video Library Report
Board members reviewed the report provided, wherein a decrease in revenue was reported.  Board members will review media library products to consider removal of out-of-date media at the February meeting.
D.  Purchase of continuing education media
Motion was made by Verlencia Millet, seconded by Theresa Rodgers and unanimously carried, to purchase all recommended DVD products listed in the ASHA catalog presented.
E.  Hospital Memorandum
Board members were advised that the annual hospital memorandum was mailed on November 15, 2010.  Upon review of the memorandum, board members requested that staff incorporate language from the hospital memorandum into the annual school report.  The revised school report will be reviewed at the February meeting.
F.  Praxis Summary Report
Board members reviewed the annual Praxis Summary Report provided.
G.  2010 Renewal Report and consideration of processing fee waiver

Online renewals increased 27 percent from last year.  A total of 2,875 licensees were eligible for online renewal and 2,120 of those renewed online, reflecting 74% online renewals this year.
Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to waive the processing fee for online renewals for the next renewal cycle.

H.  Advertisement “The Truth About Hearing Aids”
Board members reviewed an advertisement showing “Audiology Assistant”.  The Board does not regulate Audiology Assistants nor does the board have subject matter jurisdiction over use of this title.

When the law is revised in the future, consideration should be given to adding that the term “Audioprosthologist” can not be used.

I.  2011 LBESPA CE Workshop

Board members discussed speakers and topics for the 2011 LBESPA Continuing Education Workshop.  Board members will contact speakers to request presentations.

J.  Newsletter

Board members discussed different topics to be included in a newsletter.  Steve Harris advised the board that he will email article assignments to board members and staff.
K.  Rules Revisions

Motion was made by Theresa Rodgers, seconded by Kerrilyn Phillips and unanimously carried, to accept revisions as proposed and to initiate promulgation.
CONFERENCES:
NCSB
Steve Harris, Kerrilyn Phillips, Theresa Rodgers, Jimmy Guillory, Verlencia Millet, and Emily Efferson attended the NCSB Conference held in Santa Fe, New Mexico.  Mr. Harris provided an oral report to the Board noting topics of interest discussed, such as: sunset review, discipline, scope of practice, governance over unlicensed individuals, and practice without borders.  Theresa Rodgers reported that two ASHA directors requested the impaired practitioners presentation that she provided at the NCSB Conference.  David Denton, Director of the ASHA Board of Ethics, will share the presentation with the Board of Ethics.
Verlencia Millet provided an oral report regarding the new board member training.  Ms. Millet enjoyed the skits performed presenting different practice scenarios.  She stated that she left feeling more empowered and more knowledgeable for her role as a board member.
