APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Board Meeting June 17, 2010
The Board reviewed the minutes from the June 17, 2010 Board meeting.  Motion was made by Dr. Prejean to accept the minutes as presented, seconded by Dr. Slaton, and passed unanimously by voice vote.

FINANCIAL MATTERS AND CONTRACTS


A.
Financial Reports – May, June 2010
Ms. Parrish and Board Secretary-Treasurer Dr. Levy presented the financial reports for the months of May and June 2010 for review.  Motion was made by Dr. Landry to approve the financial reports as presented, seconded by Dr. Prejean, and passed unanimously by voice vote.

Contract Renewal FY2011 – Investigations Unlimited – Ms. Parrish presented the proposed contract with Corporate Security Consultants d/b/a Investigations Unlimited for investigation services for review.  Change noted from the previous fiscal year contract  of increase to $55 per hour fee not to exceed 8 hours per day to meet current standard hourly rates, with a ceiling of $5,000.00 per year.  Motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Levy to approve renewal of the contract.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote. 

C.
Computer Hardware Upgrade – The Board reviewed the Dell quotes acquired through state contract pricing (with recommendations from DHH IT Services) from Dell for replacement of the 5+ year old computer system, a server, backup system, and 3 PC stations.  Motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve the purchase of the new system as presented.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Rule Making – 

1.
Emergency Rule Deepwater Horizon ER #1 – Mr. Tomino reviewed the current Emergency Rule concerning the Gulf Coast oil spill incident and rescue efforts.  Motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Slaton to adopt Emergency Rule Deepwater Horizon ER #2 effective September 1, 2010, to address the continued efforts of the BP oil spill cleanup as it relates to the distinct and divergent needs for veterinary assistance at present, and in light of the anticipated needs to proceed with general rulemaking promulgation of the limited temporary registration of out of state veterinarians who meet specific and express qualifications.  Motion was approved unanimously by voice vote.  
C.
Practice Act and Rules/Related Matters/Declaratory Statements – 

1.
Review of query from Daniel Rodriguez, DVM of LSU-SVM regarding telemedicine consultations.  Motion was made by Dr. Slaton  for Mr. Tomino to prepare a proposed response to the query which is consistent with the Board’s decision and legal authority, to be approved by a Board member, seconded by Dr. Levy.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  

2.
Review of query from Stephen Hebert, DVM regarding euthanasia and other related matters.  Motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Landry, to direct Mr. Tomino to prepare a proposed response to the query which is consistent with the Board’s decision and legal authority, to be approved by a Board member.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

3.
The Board reviewed the law and rules regarding licensure expiration and related issues concerning CE which are anticipated to present themselves on the upcoming renewal date of October 1, 2010.  With regards to the CE renewal requirement, the Board (by unanimous vote) decided that any person who did not petition for an extension (by August 30) and whose application did not contain the pre-approved 20 hours of CE:  (1) will NOT be renewed UNTIL the requisite number of CE hours (pre-approved by the Board) are obtained, and the payment of late fees/fines are received by the Board; and (2) will NOT be entitled to lawfully practice veterinary medicine until the license is renewed.
D.
Prescription Monitoring Program Update – Dr. Landry summarized information from the PMP Advisory Council meeting in July 2010 for Board discussion.  No action was taken on this item.
VI.
DVM APPLICANT ISSUES
A.
Shannon Parker Evans, DVM – Request for Reconsideration of Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2009 graduate of Louisiana State University School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in North Carolina.   The additional documents submitted did not meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for 90 days immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion was made by Dr. Slaton, seconded by Dr. Levy, to deny waiver of the preceptorship requirement.  Motion passed by majority vote.  Yea – Green, Slaton, Levy, Prejean, Landry
B.
Robert Delaine Pechman DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 1969 graduate of University of California Davis College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Oklahoma.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Pechman, motion was made by Dr. Slaton, seconded by Dr. Levy to deny waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents  do not meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for five years immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed by majority by voice vote.  Yea – Green, Slaton, Levy, Landry,  Nay - Prejean

Allison Lorentz Beckman, DVM – Request for Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2006 graduate of Mississippi State University College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Tennessee.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Beckman, motion was made by Dr. Slaton, seconded by Dr. Landry to approve waiver of preceptorship requirement as she meets the criteria for waiver due to full time veterinary employment of not less than 90 days immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  Yea – Green, Slaton, Levy, Prejean, Landry
D.
Jorge Luis Vila, DVM – Request for Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2006 graduate of Mississippi State University College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Virginia and Michigan.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Vila, motion was made by Dr. Slaton, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of preceptorship requirement as he meets the criteria for waiver due to full time veterinary employment of not less than 90 days immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  Yea – Green, Slaton, Levy, Prejean, Landry

Request for Reconsideration of DVM CE Credit – (Nicholas Milazo, DVM) – After careful review of the additional information regarding surgery observation with an Alabama veterinary surgeon for reconsideration of DVM CE credits, motion was made by Dr. Green, seconded by Dr. Slaton to deny DVM CE credits based on a lack of compliance with the requirements for approval of CE program/hours.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  Mr. Tomino was directed to prepare a proposed response consistent with the Board’s decision and legal authority.

The Board also reviewed Dr. Milazo’s request for design and utilization of a proposed pre-approval form for DVM CE of “Board Certified specialists” one-on-one training.  Motion was made by Dr. Green, seconded by Dr. Slaton, to deny the request.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Tri-State Bird Rescue & Research, Inc. - Application for Preceptorship Site Approval – After careful review of the application of Tri-State Bird Rescue & Research, Inc. to become an approved site, motion was made by Dr. Slaton, seconded by Dr. Green to deny approval as the entity (and site utilized for oil spill rescue efforts) does not meet criteria for preceptorship.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  Yea – Green, Slaton, Levy, Prejean, Landry
