VIII.
DVM APPLICANT ISSUES
A.
David Lee Skand, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 1967 graduate of University of Pennsylvania School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Florida, Pennsylvania and New Jersey.   The documents submitted did not meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for five years immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Dr. Skand has not taken the NAVLE to date, and following review of national examination scores from other states and passing score requirements of Louisiana (standard deviation of 1.0) at the pertinent times for previous CCT/NBE examinations, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to deny waiver of retaking the national examination.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.  

IX.
MISCELLANEOUS MATTERS
A.
LVMA Request for Appearance/Bland O’Connor (1:00pm) – Mr. O’Connor was introduced to the Board.  Consideration of automatic approval of DVM CE for all regularly presented programs provided by LVMA was again requested, as well as automatic approval for DVM CE for any regularly presented programs provided by any other state veterinary medical associations and veterinary state boards.  After discussion, the Board again advised the LVMA representative of the reasoning regarding the pre-approval requirement for all CE programs.  With regards to routine scheduled programs by other state veterinary boards, LVMA, and state professional associations, that have been approved in the past, the Board will review the proposed programs in light of current course content and criteria; however, the pre-approval requirement will remain in effect.
B.
Bland O’Connor advised the Board of his communication with representatives of the Louisiana Board of Pharmacy and its intention to pursue an amendment to the PMP Program this upcoming legislative session to include veterinarians, as well as LVMA’s intended efforts to oppose such legislation.  The Board informed Mr. O’Connor of its limited jurisdiction regarding such legislative efforts by the professional association.  Other issues regarding veterinarians and pharmaceutical practices were again addressed by the Board, as well as regulatory concerns regarding collaborative practice issues.
