APPROVAL OF MINUTES

FINANCIAL MATTERS AND CONTRACTS

Financial Reports – July, August 2010
Ms. Parrish and Board Secretary-Treasurer Dr. Prejean presented the financial reports for the months of July and August 2010 for review.  Motion was made by Dr. Levy to approve the financial reports as presented, seconded by Dr. Prejean, and passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Green to allow a maximum employee pay raise amount of 10% as scale for FY2012 should the freeze on wage increases during FY2012 be lifted by the Governor. Rule 312 – Temporary Registration During Oil Cleanup (2010 BP Deepwater Horizon) – Ms. Parrish presented Rule 312 for review and noted that the rule will be re-advertised in the Louisiana Register  pursuant to regular rulemaking procedure due to clerical error.  The current emergency rule addressing the same subject matter is in effect until December 30, 2010, unless extended by the Board.  No action was taken on this item.

General Renewal Update – Ms. Parrish reported on status of the current renewal period.  Final statistics will be presented to the Board upon completion of the renewal process.  No action was taken on this item.

Joseph E. Bruce, DVM – Request for Status Change – Following review of request and documentation submitted by Dr. Bruce, motion was made by Dr. Green, seconded by Dr. Landry, to approve status of Inactive-Retired status.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Frederick Enright, DVM – Request for Consideration of CE Hour Documentation Submissions – Following review of request and documentation submitted by Dr. Enright regarding method of CE documentation, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to accept the submission for renewal year 2010-2011, but advise Dr. Enright that he must follow proper pre-approval and documentation for any future license renewals as per Board statutes and rules.  Motion passed by majority by voice vote.  Yea – Slaton, Levy, Prejean, Landry;  Nay – Green

Edgar Baronne, DVM – Request for Status Change – Following review of request and documentation submitted by Dr. Baronne, motion was made by Dr. Prejean, seconded by Dr. Landry, to approve status of Inactive-Retired status.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Renee Carter, DVM – Request for Reconsideration of DVM CE Credits –     The Board reviewed Dr. Carter's reconsideration request regarding DVM CE pre-approval for renewal year 2010-2011 and her notice of expired license status.  Dr. Carter personally addressed the Board regarding extenuating circumstances.  Dr. Carter was advised of the proper protocol and procedures/requirements imposed on all licensees for proper and timely renewal.  Based on an earlier mailing address error regarding communication to Dr. Carter, the determination was made that her pre-approval request was timely submitted to the Board.  The Board approved the currently scheduled CE (program beginning the day following the Board meeting) and the renewal of her 2010-2011 license is conditioned upon her submitting verification of completing such CE.

Robert Delaine Pechman, DVM – Request for Reconsideration of Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 1969 graduate of University of California Davis College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Oklahoma.   Following review of the additional documentation submitted by Dr. Pechman, motion was made by Dr. Green, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for five years immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed by majority by voice vote.  Yea – Levy, Prejean, Green; Nay – Slaton, Landry

B.
Raven M. Jackson, DVM – Request for Reconsideration of Waiver of Preceptorship Requirement – 2009 graduate of Tuskegee University.   The additional documents submitted were reviewed to support the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for 90 days immediately prior to application, valid veterinary medical licensure in another state, and less than five years since passage of NAVLE prior to application.  Motion was made by Dr. Slaton, seconded by Dr. Prejean, to approve waiver of the preceptorship requirement.  Motion passed by majority by voice vote.  Yea - Slaton, Prejean, Green; Nay – Levy, Landry,

Zach R. Stevenson, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 2003 graduate of Oklahoma State University College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Texas, Oklahoma, West Virginia and Ohio.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. Stevenson, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Prejean to approve waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents  meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for five years immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.
D.
Nancy Emilie Bohnhoff, DVM – (Apperance 11:00am) - Request for Reconsideration of Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – Dr. Bohonoff was introduced to the Board, as well as Dr. Tom David, DVM and Charles Gardiner of the Louisiana State Racing Commission.  Dr. Bonhoff made comments as to her previous employment and current duties with LSRC.  She is a 1981 graduate of Iowa University School of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Arkansas, New Jersey and Minnesota.   Following presentation, remarks and questions, Dr. Bohnhoff and guests left the meeting.   As the additional documents submitted were reviewed and met criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for five years immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Levy, to approve waiver of retaking the national examination and preceptorship requirement.  Motion passed unanimously by majority vote.

Kia McCrary, DVM – Request for Waiver of Retake of National Examination and Preceptorship Requirement – 2001 graduate of Tuskegee University College of Veterinary Medicine, licensed in Mississippi, Florida and Alabama.   Following review of the documentation submitted by Dr. PMcCrary, motion was made by Dr. Levy, seconded by Dr. Landry to deny waiver of retake of the national examination and waiver of preceptorship requirement as the documents  do not meet the criteria of full-time clinical veterinary practice for five years immediately prior to application and valid veterinary medical licensure in another state.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Request for Extension for CAET CE – (Susan Fenerty, CAET) – After review of the information and particular circumstances regarding lack of required CAET CE credits timely and properly submitted in a request for extension, motion was made by Dr. Landry, seconded by Dr. Slaton to allow Ms. Fenerty an additional 30 days (through October 31, 2010) to obtain her pre-approved CAET CE credits for renewal period 2010-2011.  Ms Fenerty will be issued a renewal of her certification at this time, as well as subject to paying a late fee for CE, all conditioned on her successfully obtaining the required CE during the extension period.
