Sheriff Mike Stone called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.

Members present were Chairman Sheriff Mike Stone, Lt. Samuel Chrisman, Sheriff J. Austin Daniel, Sheriff Bobby Guidroz, Gary Guillory, Chief Leland Guin, Sheriff Victor Jones, Chief Mike Knaps, Mike Thompson, (Proxy for Buddy Caldwell). 

A quorum was present.

The LCLE staff members present were Joey Watson, Robert Mehrtens, Bob Wertz, Erica Johnson, and Tyler Downing.

Consideration of Minutes

Mike Thompson made a motion to adopt the minutes, and Gary Guillory seconded it.  All members agreed, and the motion passed.

Introduction of 2010-2011 L.D.O.A President:  Capt. Randy Aguillard introduced Samuel Chrisman of the Lincoln Parish Sheriff’s Office as the current president of the Louisiana D.A.R.E.  Officers Association.

Old Business - Reports

D.A.R.E. Conference - Lt. Samuel Chrisman reported that the D.A.R.E. Conference was held in Lake Charles.  Approximately 167 D.A.R.E. officers attended the conference.  The conference for next year is tentatively scheduled for July 9-13 in Lincoln Parish.

D.A.R.E. Graduation – The D.A.R.E. Officers’ Student List from the August 26, 2011 graduation was presented.  Chief Mike Knaps made a motion to accept the D.A.R.E. Officers’ Training Student List, and Lt. Samuel Chrisman seconded it.  All members agreed, and the motion passed.

Training Center Activity Report - Capt. Randy Aguillard reported that the D.A.R.E. Training Center had conducted three in-service trainings.  One half of each day taught scheduling, the other half of each day taught drug updates.  There were 125 D.A.R.E Officers that attended the in-service trainings.  Observations covered 63 D.A.R.E officers statewide.  Capt. Aguillard reminded D.A.R.E Officers that schedules are due in by the second lesson of the semester.  He asked that remaining schedules be submitted as soon as possible.  He also reminded them that the Pre-Tests were due in the first week of the semester.

Curriculum Study - Capt. Randy Aguillard referred to the evaluation report compiled by Dr. Kelly.  He asked that any questions be given to him, to forward to Dr. Kelly.  He stated that the D.A.R.E. officers were doing a good job teaching about alcohol, marijuana and tobacco.  He also stated that Dr. Kelly had questions about inhalants being taught; Capt. Aguillard informed the Board that D.A.R.E. Officers only spend about 5 minutes on inhalants, and then they move on to other areas.  He stated that Dr. Kelly thought that the D.A.R.E. officers needed to spend a little more time on inhalants.  

National D.A.R.E. Officers’ Association Report - Capt. Aguillard informed the Board that there were many D.A.R.E Officers that went to Nashville, TN to attend the National D.A.R.E Officers Association Conference.  The new D.A.R.E Elementary Curriculum was being created and by, January 2012, the new curriculum would be ready to teach.  He also informed the Board that the D.A.R.E Officers would be offered the new curriculum at the next D.A.R.E Conference in Lincoln Parish.

Supply Increase: The Supply Increase was tabled at the July meeting.  Sheriff Stone stated that this issue would have been considered if the funding was where it should be.  He informed the Board that there was approximately 3 million 228 thousand dollars in grant applications, which is more than there was last fiscal year.  There is about 2 million 875 thousand dollars that is available to us right now.  Chief Mike Knaps made a motion to table the Supply Increase, and Sheriff Victor Jones seconded it.  All members agreed, and the motion passed.
