LEBA Chairman June Williams declared a quorum was present with (6) members in attendance.    To approve the May 20, 2014 minutes as written.  Motion:  Noah Aquillard;  2nd  Pat Regan- Motion carried.  Chairman Williams asked for each board member and each attendee to introduce themselves.

Chairman Williams urged attendees to continue working with their legislators, and the Governor’s Office of Elderly Affairs, concerning the future creation of the State Department of Aging.  The LA Executive Board on Aging and AAA/COA directors continue to look for strong support for legislative bills for the elderly. The Council on Aging attendees asked for unity in educating those concerned about the impact of House Bill 341, Constitutional Amendment 11. Mr. Lewis asked for input on talking points and suggested that there should be some consistency thru out the state in regarding it, also discussed was Act 384 and its impact on GOEA as well as LEBA.  
Ms. Williams stated that the main goal for the elderly is for them to be able to stay at home when possible, that elderly are due respect, and that it should be “Elderly First’ and not politics. She requested that everyone start thinking of ways to assist the elderly to obtain those goals. 
Mr. Pat Regan stated that everyone needed to start thinking “outside the box” in hopes of finding ways to assist the elderly to live more independently. Members of the Council on Aging expressed concerns of many of elderly are committed to Nursing Facilities when they could be benefitted with some home assistance to enable them to remain in their own home. She expressed concern that Doctors are exercising too much control over the elderly and that a lot of the Doctors have financial interest in certain Nursing Homes.
The Council on Aging representatives expressed concern about HB 352 of year 2013 and that everyone understood that this Bill created another Department and the Constitutional Amendment would be on the ballots in the fall elections. Ms. Ryder explained this Bill would not impact either LEBA or the COA’s but would allow GOEA to become a Department. 

KAREN RYDER, ASSISTANT EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Karen Ryder stated that there would be a Board Ethics Training conducted in a future meeting.  She also explained the procedures for applying for membership on the Louisiana Executive Board on Aging and announced that there was an applicant from District 1.
Attendees were invited to attend the Harmony conference about the SAMS program and also the upcoming LANA conference which will be held in Monroe this year and would include a speaker from ACL.  Ms. Ryder reported about the Contract Procedure Program Audit Training for all Councils on Aging and that letters would be sent out later with details. 
Ms. Ryder stated that the preliminary updated Policy Manual for COA’s would be available for review at the next LEBA meeting.
