On October 10, 2016 a meeting was held by the Louisiana Governor’s Council on Physical Fitness and Sports via conference call hosted by executive director, Rudy Macklin.
After introductions were presented, the first discussion was the budget for 2017-18. 
Rudy opened by saying the budget was basically the same as last year in terms of funding received through various sources: Medicaid, Office of Minority Health and CDC. 
Medicaid Interagency Agreement- $200,000
CDC- $30,000 
Office of Minority Health $200,000
The Interagency Agreement with Medicaid must be re-negotiated to reflect the number of Medicaid eligible clients accessing our events and programs.
Rudy explained how the Governor’s Games budget interweaves with the Bureau of Minority Health Access, and how each of its programs correspond with one another such as the Own Your Own Health physical activity and nutrition program.
