CALL TO ORDER AND INTRODUCTIONS

OLD BUSINESS

APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:

Since council did not have a quorum, they postponed the approval of the October minutes till our next July board meeting. 

NEW BUSINESS
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR REPORT: Juanita Washington
This is Juanita Washington’s first meeting, and she has given out her contact info to the council. She has received assistance from Brenda Sharp during this transition phase. She went over the SICC application letting members know they must resubmit their applications to boards and commissions. She let the council know she will be the Chair for the Grandparents Raising Grandchildren advisory board.

Lead Agency Reports: Brenda Sharp
Brenda Sharp went over the activities regarding the system improvement plan. We were able to submit our Phase 2 report on April 1st, so we are now in Phase 3, Year 1 as of April 5th. The new component which went out on April 1st is the evaluation plan. We will submit an updated report on our annual performance report next February and an update of this plan next April. The APR was submitted on February 1. Kathy Kliebert announced Wednesday, August 5 that the RFPs for OAAS and OCDD will be postponed until the new administration is in place. All DHH activity has focused on Medicaid Expansion and the budget/special session.  Priorities for OCDD for system transformation are: waiver consolidation (“one waiver”) and prioritization of need. Brenda went over the Regional ICC reports. The Application for Federal funds has been out for public comment since February.  We are allocated $6,755,840 for fiscal year 2016-17.  This represents an increase of $343,813 compared to 2015-16. 

Committee Reports:
Resource Availability Committee: Chris Cedotel

Our committee held two telephone conferences in March and April. We worked on equitable resource allocation throughout the state. The implementation of policy when a provider is not available was not consistent across the state. We decided we need to have training for the coordinators for the “No Provider Available” Policy. We want to run another report after the training and have another survey for providers. Every region has shortages for some types of provider disciplines, and the issue is bigger than we thought.

Early Childhood Outcomes Committee: Nina Seneca
Our team is looking at how we report our child outcome data to the federal government. We are looking at how to change the measurement process to better show how we are doing in improving child outcomes for children who receive early intervention. We looked at how to measure the improvement of a child. We looked and reviewed other states methodology; we recommended looking at the Massachusetts process since it seemed that it would fit the best with our process. We talked with people from Massachusetts and they adopted the New Jersey method. We recommended the committee build a database so we can see how our data is compared to theirs. The committee then presented an overview of their findings and their recommendations in a Power Point presentation the committee recommended adopting the Massachusetts methodology. 

Professional Development Committee: Monica Stamply

We reviewed the “No Provider Available” training module from the Resource Availability workgroup; we made recommendation for feedback . We reviewed and updated the PD workgroup SSIP plan. We are preparing to make recommendations in July for the PD Framework, one of the action items.   The purpose of the framework is to clearly identify the PD system and have common for training across the EarlySteps system for all early interventionists.
Fiscal Management and Program Stability Committee: Mary Hockles
Our goal is to get the message out to our legislators about EarlySteps. It focuses on families’ stories about EarlySteps. We sent out our first family story in February. We have our second family story, which will come out next week in coordination with HB283, legislation regarding Krabbe Disease. We have a young family from the Lafayette area who the story is about, and we hope to have a third story closer to the end of the session.
