3.  Wells Fargo Bank, National Association, San Francisco, CA

Mr. Henson further explained that upon review of the three applications, the State
Treasurer’s Office had made its recommendation for approval.

Mr. Henson moved for IEB approval; second by Rep. Fannin. The motion passed with
no objection.
