Order, Attendance, Introduction of Visitors, Adoption of Agenda.

IID Financial Planning & Budget – Ms. Landry made a motion to accept the Financial Planning & Budget monitoring report as presented prior to the meeting.  Seconded by Ms. Naquin.  Passed unanimously.

Executive Director/Staff Update – Mr. Teague stated the consolidation of East Bank facilities is moving forward.  Ongoing discussions are being had with the Parish Attorney’s Office.  Mr. Teague reported he continues to meet with Parish Officials regarding the East bank facility.  A discussion followed. 
Mr. Teague also stated the Millage Renewal Election was held on April 30, 2011 and successfully passed with over 72% of the vote.  He thanked everyone for their participation.
Mr. Teague attended meetings as follows:

· Coordinated System of Care (CSoC) implementation – Jefferson Parish submitted an application to be an Implementation Region for the CSoC;
· Met with representatives from Magellan and Optum Health Care and spoke with a representative from Value Options regarding the Statewide Management Organization (SMO).  A letter was sent to each outlining how JPHSA can work with the selected SMO;
· Met with President Young and Chris Cox, Parish COO regarding millage, and proposed state budget reductions;
· Met with Sheriff Normand regarding the CSoC, the Reach-In Program and the proposed state budget reductions;
· Attended the Mental Health Planning Council meeting – it is anticipated that Substance Abuse  and Mental Health  Services Administration will consolidate the mental health and substance abuse (SAPT) Block Grants into a single Behavioral Health Block Grant;
· There has been ongoing discussions and meetings regarding the transfer of three (3) ACT Contracts to the Low Income and Needy Care Collaboration Agreement Program (LINCCA); met with Secretary Greenstein regarding retention of some of the contract dollars;
· Met with Heather Hilliard, Parish CAO for Public Safety regarding potential Flood Preparedness.  Reported to DHH that JPHSA’s first priority is to Jefferson Parish;

· Attended the Governor’s Luncheon and Chamber Luncheon with speaker Tucker;

· Attended MH Regional Advisory Board (RAC) – one RAC member to participate quarterly as a non-voting member of the JPHSA Executive Management Team (EMT);

· Held quarterly “Lunch with Mike” with three JPHSA staff members to discuss, answer questions, and give feedback on ongoing issues within JPHSA;

· Continue to meet regarding the Greater New Orleans Community Health Collaborative (GNOCHC) 1115 Waiver Program;

· Attended the Mental Health Task Force Meeting;

· Attended the Child and Youth Planning Board meeting;

· Attended monthly HSIC meeting in Baton Rouge.

At this time Mr. Teague asked Ms. Rhoden to give an update on the Council of Accreditation process.  She stated the Emergency Operations Plan and the Risk Prevention narrative was submitted to Council on Accreditation and was accepted.  Ms. Rhoden stated she is now working on training and staff development. A discussion followed. Mr. Teague thanked Ms. Rhoden and the Team Leaders for their hard work.

Board Resolution – A motion was made by Ms. Bogran to pass a Board Resolution to authorize the JPHSA Executive Director to enter into contracts/grants to receive funding for JPHSA.  Seconded by Ms. Landry.  Passed unanimously.
