CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 5:05 p.m. by Board President, Mr. Joseph Bruno.

ROLL CALL
The roll was taken.  There were 10 of 11 members present.  Quorum was present.
APPROVEL OF MINUTES

Ms. Galloway moved to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2013 meeting.  Mr. Werner seconded the motion.  Mr. Randall pointed out a misspelled word under the heading “TNI Update.”  With that correction, Judge Ledet moved to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2013 meeting.  Mr. Randall seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
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STUDENT PRESENTATION
Dr. Jee Yeoun Ko, Assistant Chair, Classical Instrumental Department introduced Angelique Montes, who will play the cello.  She will be accompanied on piano by Mr. Hristo Birbochukov, Classical Instrumental Department Faculty member.  Miss Montes is a senior at Ben Franklin High School and has been at NOCCA for four years.  She was selected for the National Youth Orchestra.  Miss Montes received full residency in New York and a tour schedule.
TNI UPDATE
Ms. Sally Perry, Executive Director of The NOCCA Institute, gave an update on the Habitat Building acquisition.  The developer and his design team will get tax credits in the amount of 50% of the project.  The building should be on line in the fall of 2014.  Ms. Perry explained that because the site is a historic landmark, papers had to be filed for conditional use.  This process will take approximately four months.  The developer will own the property for seven years, after which TNI will acquire it.  Ms. Perry explained the handout of the floor plan for the building. 
FINANCE UPDATE
Ms. Lotte Farmer explained that 2/3 of the current budget has been expended 2/3 through the year.  She is currently in the budget process for FY 2013-2014.
DIPLOMA DISCUSSION
Mr. Wedberg explained that as a design principle and an operating principle he wanted all students of the Academic Studio to be TOPS eligible and all students to graduate.  There will possibly be a couple of students that do not pass LEAP or come to NOCCA with an IEP (Individual Education Plan).  These students would qualify for a LA-2 diploma which is still a diploma from the state of Louisiana, but it does have some accommodations and exceptions built into it.  Mr. Dassler explained that the course work for the students with an IEP is the same as those students without an IEP.  It is the testing requirements that are different.  These students may not qualify for TOPS, but would qualify for TOPS TECH.  There was discussion regarding having all the resources needed.
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STUDENT SERVICES UPDATE

Auditions:
Ms. Claudette Sislo explained that 689 Arts auditions were scheduled.  There were 84 Academic Studio applicants that made it through the Arts audition process.   Therefore, there will be a lottery held for 60 slots in Academic Studio.  There was discussion regarding the lottery process.  Mr. Wedberg said that he would like to add a 5th category to the list that would allow for the eligible 25% over enrollment.  The category to be added is Geographical, which would allow for the underserved parishes.
Mr. Randall moved that the NOCCA Administration be allowed to add a 5th category of Geography, for five slots in Academic Studio, to the list of eligible 25% over enrollment.  Judge Ledet seconded the motion.
Mr. Bruno called for a vote.  Ayes:  Ms. Altman, Mr. Bloom, Mr. Cox, Ms. Galloway, Judge Ledet, Ms. Morrell, Mr. Randall and Mr. Werner.  Nays:  Ms. Schenk.  Absent:  Rep. Bishop.    Motion carries.
VICE-PRESIDENT NOMINATIONS
Ms. Schenk nominated Mr. Lee Randall as Vice-President of the NOCCA Board of Directors.  Mr. Werner moved to accept Mr. Randall as Vice-President.  There was no opposition.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.

PRESIDENT/CEO REPORT
Mr. Wedberg stated, in consideration for time, that items VI.b., VI.d., and VII. will be tabled. 

Budget and MFP for 2014
Mr. Wedberg explained that BESE approved the full MFP share for NOCCA.  This will allow for a 10% increase to the budget.
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2014 Calendar
Mr. Wedberg presented a revised calendar for the 2014 school year.  Mr. Werner moved to approve the revised 2014 calendar.  Mr. Bloom seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.
REMARKS/OTHER
Mr. Bruno welcomed new Board Member Seth Bloom.  Mr. Bloom fills the OPSB Representative seat.
