The chair noted the presence Ms. Hall owner of Alden’s School of Barbering and that she wished to address the board. Ms. Hall addressed the board about a prospective instructor’s inability to renew his barber instructor license because he did not attend the mandatory Instructor Workshop last August, which is continued education for instructors.  Ms. Hall agreed that he did not attend and asked if the board could make an exception because she needed him to instruct at her school.  She stated the instructor did not intend to instruct any more.  She was informed that was his choice and that he could not teach until he attends the next instructor workshop.  Director Matthews informed Mr. Stewart the board that she had advised the person of the law and rules but he made the choice to not attend.

The chair stated that every year the board sends three notices for the workshop and that it is mandatory and calls when they do not respond.  He said that every one knows the law and rules.  Board Member Morgan noted the extensive process the board uses to inform caution instructors to do the workshop and the board must stand with the law.

Board Member Broussard asked what is being done about nursing homes and assisted living facilities.  Board Member Vice noted the board had decided to gradually work them and report back.  The inspectors were directed to start working the process.
