GOVERNIG BOARD MEETING

New Business
            The Chairman informed members of the potential shortfall in the 2014-2015 budget and what it could potentially mean for all state departments and in regards to the Louisiana State Oil & Gas Museum.  The Chairman stated that there could be more cuts in the hours and days of operation for the museum or that the Friends of the Museum might have to help with supplementing payroll to keep the current hours of operation.  The one resounding statement was the need to not loose anymore hours to closure. All members present feel that the hours are not sufficient at this time and do not want to loose any more hours of operation.
            Answering a question from Mrs. Billie Van Hoose regarding the amount of supplement that might be needed to keep the doors open, the chairman stated that he would request that information from the director so that the board could have concrete numbers to look at and discuss at a future meeting.
            Mrs. Fitzgerald-Brown stated that she too would like those numbers along with details of exactly how the supplement money information would break down.

             The subject of unfinished displays were discussed, a question of whether there was a state contract on those items and if contract was fulfilled and if not what can be done at this time.

              Mr. Sepulvado asked if a contract is on file here at the facility, the chairman stated that he was not aware of the contract and that more than likely if there was a contract it would be in archives because of the age of the contract.
              Finally, the chairman asked members to look for areas that there might be grants available for the museum.  He stated since this will be a tight year or two, it is important to explore other avenues of revenue and grants that could help the museum with projects.
              All member stated that would explore availability of grants for museums and bring those items to the next quarterly meeting.
