F. Board Member Items
a. Back to the Dock- Harlon has been working for BP trying to get fishermen back to work.  Vessels of Opportunity 2 wks ago has 2800 people wanting to work and 600 actually working. 
Fishermen would take trip ticket and it would be verified at the dock. Dock buyer would get 5cents per ticket for verification and fishermen would get the 30% above the average dock price.  Program would mitigate damages. Last call to Harlon was that once well was capped and waters were open he would entertain program to get fishermen back to work. Pete expressed concern that everyone going back to work would not help the price go up for market.  Kim asked that we average the 07, 08 and 09 average prices. Check cut every two weeks. Proposal is for a 3 month plan.  Approximately cost BP 30 million a month.
