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On February 1, 2024, Attorney Thomas and Ms. Campesi came before the Board stated
that (AmFed) will not be a prospect of sale for LCTA Company.

Attorney Thomas and Ms. Campesi of LCTA presented to the Board a new prospect of
sale of LCTA to Safety National. LCTA currently have 25 accepted claims by SIB and
states that Safety National will assume the liability of LCTA 25 claims upon closing.
LCTA seeking the Board permission and approval of payments of 25 claims base that
(Safety National), will pay the assessments going forward during a prospective sale of
LCTA to Safety National that LCTA will close in February 2024.
