The UELRR Advisory Committee met at the Renaissance Hotel in conjunction with the LATA Annual Conference on Wednesday, December 5, 2012 at two thirty p.m. (2:30 p.m.)

The following agenda items were discussed by the committee:

1.) Current Operations/Statistics as of November 30, 2012
· The system is still operating well and is stable.
· Collections are continuing to increase.  Collections in October were 122 million.  
· Collections to date are $4.6 Billion.  The system is continuing to work and benefit the State.
2.) Issues or Comments on Parish E-File

· No comments or issues related to system operations
3.) RFP for Enhancement – Multi Parish Interface
· Stacy Garret of LDR is working with the vendor (E-Gov Systems).
· Stacy Garrett will send test files of the product to the parishes that wish to participate in the testing once LDR finishes testing.  
· The planned go live date for the system is February 1, 2013.  
5.)  Public Comment
· Tim Barfield spoke to the committee about an initiative LDR is looking at where a taxpayer would have one ID number for all business (state, local and federal) they do within the State.  There are 493 taxing jurisdictions in and around the state with legacy systems.  

· A question was asked about when an account closes would it start a chain reaction and close all accounts with the state.  

· Donna Andries mentioned some businesses have licenses for different locations and maybe looking at domicile codes similar to what the DMV uses.  
· Rick Mekdessie added that the system could accommodate the one ID number idea.  

· Tim Cefalu would like to speak with the local administrators to discuss further and will get back to the committee.        
6.)  Next Meeting Date

·  The committee discussed meeting dates for the upcoming year and decided that we would continue to meet quarterly starting in February 2013.  Tentative meeting dates are set for February 14th, May 9th, August 8th, and November 14th.  
The next Advisory Committee Meeting is scheduled for Thursday, February 14, 2013 at the Louisiana Department of Revenue.
