Education:
The Commission received a grant of $37,500 from AT&T Louisiana to help fund the BoNO Teachers Desk Reference. Additional donors are being sought to fund the remaining printing balance. The guides will be released in the Fall.

Reports:
Samantha Wolf with NOCCI told the Commission that work is being done on a collaborative printed piece to highlight area museums offering Battle of New Orleans related exhibits. The full color piece will be released in the Fall prior to Thanksgiving. A rack card was introduced at the meeting. The rack card will serve as a snapshot of events leading visitors to the Battle of New Orleans website for more detailed information. 

Alliance Memorial:
Guy Hughes with the NPS gave an update on the memorial. He said that the design has been approved and that the next step is fundraising element. Depending on securing some funding prior to the Jan. 8 commemoration, a design unveiling may be part of the day’s events. 

Jane Caruso told the Commission that she will be attending a national meeting in October in Washington at which time she will have a better understanding of appropriations available for activities. She will report back to the Commission. 

Pat Gallagher spoke of the annual noon event to be held in Jackson Square on January 8, 2015. She said the re-enactors will participate as well. 

Tim Pickles reported that he has at least 1,000 participants in the re-enactments and that he will have an update by the Sept. 24 meeting on the status of the property to be used. 
Mark Tullos, director of the Louisiana State Museum, discussed the upcoming Battle of New Orleans exhibit at the Cabildo, set to open to the public Jan. 11, 2015. A related exhibit, Revolution! will open to the public Oct. 24 at the Capitol Park Museum in Baton Rouge. 

Marcia Cavanaugh with WYES told the Commission the station is working to have their documentary complete and ready to air in January. She also said that the film will air on both the WYES station as well as the state LPB stations.
