NEW BUSiness: 
BE has a situation with female fighters with breast implants:  one fighter not going to fight because she has a medical issue with her breast implants; I talked to TIm w/ABC, who contacted other states andthey all let them fight with breast implants but they sign waivers, etc., doctors explain dangers, etc.  do we want a waiver and do we want to question female fighter on these issues.  TF:  Breast implants will be detected on pre fight physical...this particular fighter will require surgery and it's not cheap...was it caused by fight?  there are liability issues between promoter, etc.  BE:  does insurance need to know that fighter has implants?  can they deny coverage if they were'nt informed of implants?TF:  the breast plate that female fighters wear add to the probability of injury with implants as it spreads the blow across the chest rather than in just one particular spot.  I don't know if we should allow breast implants in the ring...PM:  I agree, what if a fighter has a stell plate in his head and it causes damage during a fight...a waiver in my opinion is irresponsible...BE:  which is more dangerous, saline or silicone?  ABC says silicone is more dangerous if there is a rupture.
HW:  I'm inclined to believe if they get implants for cosmetic reasons, I don't believe they should be given a waiver; you either want to be pretty or fight...one of the other;  AT:  you see the breast plates more in boxing than MMA.
BE:  not something we need to resolve today, but need to consider for future...
PM:  I would like to pass emergency rule excluding fighters with implants....none whatsoever...
JG:  the more details we look into individuasl, themore responsibiltuy we partake;  we need to be careful about how closely we look into persons; then we'll be going into thousands of conditions.  Should we be responsible for nose jobs that get messed up in the ring; if the insurance companies don't explicitly exclude implants than that's between the fighter, promoter and insurance co.
BE:  we want the safety of fighters first; should we look into it and get more data...
TF:  what if we get doctor to clear the patient to fight?  
BE:  should we require this particular fighter to get evaluated since they've taken a few hits?
TF:  fresh implants would probably require more protection than older implants;  then the doctor could issue a report stating she's clear to fight.
BE:  once a year, every 6 mos? once only....
JG:  only way you can regulate it is to stop it period...
TF:  cataract issue: was told 3 mos wait then after that press on...
JG:  problem is when we start asking questions to absolve ourselves of responsibility, then we get sued for questions we didn't ask...dont' do anything or outlaw it totally; where do we stop? 
PM:  when isnext bout BE:  10/3 only one that I know of has implants and she was tpold she couldn't fight by her doctor.
Muhammed Ali act covers the risks that all fighters assume responsibilities (paraphrase)
PM proposes a motion to make an emergency rule to outlaw fighters with breast implants to be allowed to fight in state of la; HW seconds; BE: no, BD absent, TF - yes if I had more data to go on, I don't think it's very common, I'd like to know, esp in a state like New Jersy, what their policies are; BE will call his contact there and find out what their rules are; I'd vote for motion if we had a way to make exceptions with a doctor's report
