The meeting opened with roll call of members and the Pledge of Allegiance.
A motion was made by Walter Moreau and seconded by Jim Lee to accept the minutes from the June 15, 2015 regular meeting that were mailed out to members.  Motion carried unanimously. 

A motion to pay the bills was made by Walter Moreau and seconded by Robert Thevis.  Motion passed unanimously.  Current Bills to be paid amount to $18,584.43.  Income since last meeting amounted to $7,650.00 leaving a balance of $ 189,826.42.  Motion carried unanimously. 
Mr. Maddie reported that a letter was sent to lessee regarding his intentions to farm the farm property.  There has been no response as of this date.  Mr. Jim Lee made a motion that at the end of the 30 day demand period, the commission hereby authorizes Darrell Ryland, ATLC to take the next step in resolving the matter.  The motion was seconded by Walter Moreau.  The motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Maddie gave an update on the Road, Sewer and Water project.  The first pay request has been submitted in the amount of approximately $190,000 or about 50% of the contract amount.  Mr. Maddie also reported that EDA had approved the change from limestone parking to asphalt since there was money remaining in the grant.

Mr. Maddie also reported that the Waterline contract with Trek Incorporated had been approved by EDA and a resolution authorizing Tommy Maddie to sign was needed.  The resolutions were prepared by EDA and need to be signed by Wayne Coco and Tommy Maddie.
Mr. Robert Thevis reported on the trimming of the Live Oak trees on the port property.  Mr. Thevis indicated that the horticulturist that takes care of the Live Oaks on the LSU campus came to look at the trees and took soil samples.  He is awaiting on the results of the soil samples and the recommendations as to what needs to be done.

New Business:
Mr. Maddie reported that Terrell River Services desires to rent one or two trailers for employees in their operations.  There was no objection from commissioners.  It was suggested that Mr. Maddie try to obtain a one year lease for the trailers if possible at $300 per month rent.  Currently there are 20 trailers rented to outside companies.
Regarding the old elementary school building, Mr. Maddie reported that Mr. Danny MaGhee is working with EDA on funding for the purchase of the building.  The building was appraised at $150,000.  Mr. MaGhee indicated that the application would be for more than that to cover fees, environmental and legal costs.

Mr. Maddie announced that ASA Company, the aluminum company locating in Pineville will hold a public meeting regarding their involvement in locating at the Avoyelles Port.  Mr. Maddie will let the members of the commission know when that will take place.

Mr. Maddie announced that Brudd Construction as assumed the responsibility of maintaining and servicing of the lawn mowers for the Port Commission.  

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Wayne Coco and seconded by Robert Thevis.  The motion was passed unanimously.
