New Business:

Mr. Maddie reported that the bids for the proposals for the new water tower would be going out sometime around November 8, 2015 and bids are scheduled to be received sometime around December 8, 2015.  The budget for this project is approximately $2,000,000.00.
There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Wayne Coco and seconded by Robert Thevis.  The motion was passed unanimously.
