3. Old Business

A. Reading of July 19, 2011 Commission meeting minutes
B. Update-Rick Fitchett d/b/a Millstone Services came in front of the Commission on June 21, 2011for improper installation of a new manufactured home and site prep was not done. The Commission advised Mr. Fitchett to get with the homeowner to correct the site prep issue within 30 days. Mr. Fitchett contacted the homeowner and he doesn’t think site prep is necessary. Mr. Fitchett stated he is contacting the dealer for a solution.

C. License Reconsideration – Key West Homes’ retail license decision was deferred due to a question over ownership of the originally issued license.  Documentation has been provided showing the transfer of the company.

4. New Business
A. Appeal 
1.  J&S Resources LLC ($1,600.00) On April 20, 2011 investigator Fred Conner inspected this home and found the installer was unlicensed, there was no permit sticker and he needed engineered drawings to inspect it.  On April 27, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $1,100.00 was mailed out and accepted on April 29, 2011. On May 26, 2011 J&S requested an appeal. The confirmation letter was mailed out on June 29, 2011 and accepted on June 30, 2011. On July 19, 2011 J&S requested to reschedule. On July 22, 2011 confirmation letter was mailed and accepted on July 25, 2011. They also sent the engineered drawings for this home. Fred inspected it and a $500.00 fine was mailed out because perimeter blocking is incorrect. J&S Resources LLC became licensed on May 19, 2011.
2. Cassandra Johnson d/b/a Lloyd’s Auto & Towing Service $600.00 On July 11, 2009 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code and had no permit sticker on it. On June 25, 2009 a fine letter in the amount of $600.00 was mailed out certified and received on June 29, 2009. On July 28, 2009 a second demand letter was mailed out 1st class. On August 6, 2009 a third and final demand letter was mailed out by 1st class. On September 24, 2009 a letter was received into LMHC office indicating Lloyd’s Auto & Towing Service did not set this home their worker’s may have assisted the homeowner and let her use their anchor gun. The letter is signed by Ms. Stewart as well. On May 23, 2011 this file was sent to the Attorney General’s Office for collection. Mrs. Johnson is appealing this fine.

3.  Julius Miley d/b/a J&J Mobile Home Transport $750.00 On March 3, 2011 a complaint was received into LMHC office from Liz Devall against J&J M.H.T. On March 24, 2011 investigator St. Pierre inspected this home and found it was not set to code. On March 30, 2011 a fine letter in the amount of $500.00 was mailed out certified and received by Julius Miley. On April 20, 2011 a signed and dated set up inspection report was received into LMHC office indicating the home was ready for inspection and a note stating: (the customer removed blocks). Inspector St. Pierre re-inspected this home on July 7, 2011 and found the blocks were not correct. On July 12, 2011 a fine in the amount of $750.00 was mailed to Mr. Miley and received by him. On July 21, 2011 a second demand letter was mailed 1st class. An appeal was received from Mr. Miley and Mrs. Devall was subpoenaed. 
4.  Brad Canova d/b/a 3 C’s Real Estate was fined $16,000.00 for hiring an unlicensed installer to install 10 homes in his park.  On November 17, 2009 Mr. Canova was informed by the Commission in person the fines would be suspended for 30 days so he could hire a licensed installer. On February 8, 2010 an e-mail was received indicating the homes were ready for inspection. On March 9, 2010 investigator Ruven St. Pierre inspected the homes and found all but 1 of the homes were corrected. On March 12, 2010 a third and final demand letter was mailed by 1st class mail.  The fines are at the Attorney General’s office for collection and Mr. Canova would like to appeal them. 
5.  Terri Matthews d/b/a Roll Out Inc. was issued a Cease & Desist and also a letter to revoke her license. The Commission advised Mrs. Matthews to keep a good address on file with them and the one we have is no good.
B. Complaint
1. Tommy Salley d/b/a Legacy Homes of La. LLC against Modular One and Champion Home Builders Inc. Mr. Salley alleges he has done service work for both manufacturers and have not been paid. 



C. Subpoena
1. Ascension Properties Inc. has four homes installed at 15354 Hwy 44, Gonzales, La. They have them for sale and do not have a Retailer’s License.

2. Chelsey Struben d/b/a Struben Mobile Home Service- Mr. Benny Lawrence filed a complaint alleging Mr. Struben was paid to transport and install his double wide. Mr. Struben moved one part of the home and damaged it in the process. He did not cover the other half and allowed rain to get in it. He alleges blocks and other materials were stolen as well. Mr. Lawrence would like compensation for the damages to his home and materials taken.
